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Thirty-Eighth Annual Report

1991-92

A. AN OVERVIEW

This is the 38th Annual Report on the activities of the Institute for the year 1991-92.

The salient and significant features of the year can be reported to be the commencement
of a UNDP Project on ‘Strengthening and Upgrading of IIPA’, drawing up of a Develop-
ment Plan for the Institute for inclusion in the Eighth Five Year Plan of the Government
of India, establishment of a Computer Centre with specific grant for the purpose from
Government of India, in addition to the normal activities of Research, Training, Consultancy
and Publications.

The UNDP Project on ‘Strengthening and Upgrading of IIPA’ commenced from
April 1, 1992. The Project will assist in institution-building to strengthen administrative
capabilities commensurate with present and future needs in public systems management. It
envisages problem- specific policy studies, consultancy and executive development program-
mes for the IIPA for greater efficiency in sctting and pursuing development goals. The
operational responsibility for planning and organising the various el s of project will be
coordinated by the Department of Personnel and Training in close collaboration with the
IIPA. In view of the national significance of the project, the Department of Economic
Affairs will maintain close liaison with the Department of Personnel and IIPA in regard to
the proposed activities and output of the project.

As indicated in the Annual Report for the last year, the Planning Commission had agreed
that the development activities of the Institute may be included in the Eighth Five Year Plan
and had also suggested a modest provision for the year 1991-92. Accordingly, a Plan Grant of
Rs.28.50 lakh was received from the Ministry of Personnel for upgradation and modernisation
of the Institute’s library as a National Resource Centre in Public Administration, development
of a modern multi- purpose Training-cum-Research Complex, long-term research studies and
faculty development. A small Computer Centre has, accordingly, been set up in the Institute’s
Library and the work of computerisation of the Library has been taken in hand.

The Computer Centre of the Institute, with a special grant of about Rs.10 lakhs from the
Government, acquired EPA-00486 system with eight terminals. The Institute’s Computer
Centre is now well-equipped with hardware and software and has started rendering very useful
services in the field of consultancy, and training in the use of computers to the participants of
various training programmes, as well as to the faculty and staff. Enhanced facilities are now
also available for on- going research and consultancy projects and administrative work, includ-
ing membership computerisation. The Annual Plan grant of Rs.2850 lakh = incluged a
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provision for developing a training-cum-research centre for computers which is being com-
pleted soon.

Another significant development during the year was the submission of the Report of the
Library Committee constituted by the Executive Council under the Chairmanship of Prof.
M.V. Mathur. The report covered various important aspects of development and modernisa-
tion of IIPA Library so that it serves as a basis for a National Resource Centre in Public
Administration. With the assistance of Plan Grants, work on computerisation of the Library
has been taken up and the Institute’s library is now equipped with computers. Computerisa-
tion would help in bringing out automation of library functions, such as circulation, serial
control, cataloguing, acquisition, etc., and many other related activities.

Development of regional and local branches has always remained an issue of great impor-
tance to the Institute. The Committee, constituted under the chairmanship of Shri T.N.
Chaturvedi, Chairman, Standing Committee, to examine the various issues related to the
development of branches, held a number of meetings and also heard the views of the office-
bearers of the branches. The report of the Committee is likely to be submitted shortly. -

The Andhra Pradesh Regional Branch had not been functioning for more than a decade
and had become dormant. A meeting of the members of the branch was specially convened to
elect the office-bearers of the branch. Though the matter is still subjudice, the Hon’ble Court
has ordered that the elected body may take charge subject to the result of the petition.

The Institute’s research projects primarily relate to contemporary problems of the public
administration. Research studies completed during the year included one on “Job Involvement
and Motivation”, The study aims at examining the nature and influencing factors of motiva-
tion, reviewing some selected theories in the area, and studying the role of “Job Involvement”
and “Job Satisfaction” in the work motivation. Another study on “Aspects of Left Wing
Extremism” portrays the socio-economic conditions in which the left wing extremism
originated and developed. The research study on “Women’s Status and Education and Their
Role in Tribal Development" attempts at determining the changing status of tribal women and
improvement in the level of education of the Kinnaur women of Himachal Pradesh. It also
visualises the comparative dimensions of the status and role of tribal women in India.

The economy measures adopted by the Government had an adverse impact on the
Institute as a whole. There has been a reduction in the training programmes and number of
participants. The Institute organised 45 training programmes including the Advanced
Professional Programme in Public Administration (APPPA). These included 12 programmes
sponsored by ~ organisations other than the Ministry of Personnel and seven fee-based
programmes organised by Institute on its own. The Centre for Urban Studies organised ten
programmes. The APPPA was attended by 33 participants from 15 All India and Central
Services and State Departments. The other impact was on the overall financial position of the
Institute. Increase in the rates of dearness allowance, overall increase in the prices and tariffs
of various items and services with static maintenance grant resulted in excess payment of Rs.
18.95 lakh which is likely to go up to Rs. 40.00 lakh by the end of 1992-93. Urgent measures
need to be adopted to overcome this financial deficit by augmenting our internal resources
and reducing expenditure wherever possible.




The Institute organised four conferences/seminars during the year. One of them was the
National Seminar on “Status of the Discipline of Public Administration in India: Perspectives
on Past, Present and Future”, organised jointly with Kakatiya University and IIPA Warrangal
Local Branch. Senior academicians in the discipline of Public Administration participated in
the Conference. The IIPA also jointly with Indian Public Administration Society organised a
Seminar-cum-Workshop on “Developments in Public Administration” to take stock of
developments in the discipline of public administration.

Another important National Seminar was on “Recent Policy Initiatives in Financial
Liberalisation" in which issues related to recent policy initiatives were discussed. The seminar
attracted a large number of participants from government departments, academic institutions,
banks and other organisations.

The Committee on Case Studies has initiated a series of measures to promote preparation
of case studies and their use. It has prepared a Comprehensive Case Study Programme and an
Annual Case Study Award Scheme which is expected to go a long way in promoting prepara-
tion and use of case studies in the field of public administration.

The Planning and Advisory Committee of the Institute has been meeting regularly to
review the academic programmes of the Institute. Most of the vacancies in the senior faculty
positions have now been filled up and the Institute is now geared to take up new and challeng-
ing assignments in the field of research, training and consultancy.

The Indian Journal of Public Administration continues to enjoy wide readership and has
been receiving appreciative references both from India and abroad. The Special Issue on
“Administering Elections in India" has been well received. The other quarterly Journal
Nagarlok is recognised as the leading publication in the area of Urban Development.

We are grateful to Dr. S.D. Sharma, the President of the Institute, for his kindness and
patronage to the Institute.

Our sincere thanks are due to Shri $.B. Chavan, Chairman of the Institute, and Shri T.N.
Chaturvedi, Chairman of the Standing Committee, for their consistent support and valuable
advice on matters concerning the Institute.

We also place on record our deep appreciation of the valuable services rendered by Shri
P.K. Umashankar as Director of the Institute from the September 23, 1988 to December 6,
1991,

We are grateful to the members of the Institute and regional/local branches who have
always encouraged, the various activities of the Institute. Our thanks are due to the Depart-
ment of Personnel and Training, Department of Rural Development, and the Ministry of
Urban Development, for the consistent support extended to the activities of the Institute. We
are grateful to the Planning Commission for their support in getting the proposals for moder-
nisation and upgradation of the Institute included in the Eighth Five Year Plan. We are
grateful to the United Nations Development Programme (UNDP) for according their ap-
proval to the Project - “Strengthening and Upgrading the IIPA”. Our thanks are also due to
the ministries and agencies of Central and state governments for extending cooperation in
strengthening the activities of the Institute.




B. ASSOCIATIONAL ACTIVITIES
B.1 THIRTY-SEVENTH ANNUAL MEETING OF THE GENERAL BODY

The Thirty-seventh Annual General Body Meeting of IIPA was held on October 26, 1991
in [IPA’s Auditorium. Dr. Shankar Dayal Sharma, then Vice-President of India (now Presi-
dent of India) and President of IIPA addressed the members. Thereafter Shri $.B. Chavan,
Union Minister for Home Affairs and Chairman of IIPA, presided.

The meeting was attended by 269 members. The House approved the proceedings of the
Thirty-sixth Meeting of the General Body held on October 27, 1990, the Annual Report and
the Annual Statement of Accounts for the year 1990-91. M/s Thakur Vaidyanath Aiyar & Co.

were reappointed as the Auditors of the Institute for the year 1991-92.

B2 THIRTY-FIFTH ANNUAL CONFERENCE OF THE MEMBERS

The Thirty-fifth IIPA Members’ Annual Conference was held on October 27, 1991. The
theme of the Conference was “Consumer Protection in India". Shri M. Subramanian presided.

The Conference was attended by 300 members. Dr. 8.8. Singh of IIPA presented the
discussion paper on the theme of the Conference. Besides the discussion papers, synopses of
the papers on the theme were circulated to Conference participants.

Prior to the holding of Conference, nine Regional Conferences on the same theme were
also held at Guwahati (Assam), Patna (Bihar), New Delhi (Delhi), Bangalore (Karnataka),
Trivandrum (Kerala), Bombay (Maharashtra), Jaipur (Rajasthan), Madras (Tamil Nadu), and
Lucknow (Uttar Pradesh).

B3 THE EXECUTIVE COUNCIL

The Executive Council in its meeting held on October 26, 1991, unanimously re-elected
Shri S.B. Chavan, as the Chairman of the Institute for 1991-93.

Dr. B. Venkatappiah and Shri H.M. Patel were unanimously re- elected as Vice-Presi-
Jeats for 1991-93. The Council placed on record its profound thanks to the retiring Vice-
President, Justice S.R.Pandian, for his unstinted support and guidance in the functioning of
the Institute

Mectings

The Executive Council met six times during the year. The Standing Committee also met
six times during the year. The Academic Committee held two meetings. The Editorial Board
met once during the year; the Committee on Case Studies held one meeting; and the Screening
Committee for Admission of New Members met six times during the year.

B4 MEMBERSHIP

During the year 545 new members were admitted to the Institute (372 Members, 150 Life,
20 Corporate (annual) and three Corporate for 20 years). In addition, 82 Associate and 56
Student Members were admitted. Thirtyfive Members compounded their membership to life
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membership. Five Corporate Members also compounded their liability for 20 years. The nu-
ber of those resigned stood at: Members — two and Corporate — two. Three Members and
ten Life Members are reported to have expired during the year.

The names of 454 Members and 15 Corporate Members whose subscription fell in arrears
for more than two years, i.e., since 1989 were removed from the membership rolls of the
Institute under Rule 35(1) of the Rules of the Institute. The categorywise membership as on
March 31, 1992 stood at :

B.5 REGIONAL AND LOCAL BRANCHES

During the year, local branches at Santhal Pargana and Valsad were closed at the request
of the Hony. Secretarics of the respective branches. With this, the number of regional/local
branches at the close of the year stood at 18 and 44, respectively.

As a step towards reactivisation of IIPA Andhra Pradesh Regional Branch, a meeting of
members of the regional branch was convened at Hyderabad on February 15, 1992. Office-
bearers of the branch were clected in the meeting.

A meeting of the office-bearers of the regional and local branches of the IIPA was held at
Delhi on October 26, 1991 at the Institute. The regional/local branches represented at the
meeting were: Bihar, Delhi, Jammu & Kashmir, Karnataka, Kerala, Maharashtra, Orissa,
Tamil Nadu, Uttar Pradesh (Regional Branches); and Budaun, Imphal, Jabalpur, Karimnagar,
Madurai, Meerut, Nagpur, Patiala, Ranchi, Sangli, Santhal Pargana, Tirunelveli, Vadodara,
Vellore, Villupuram, Vaishali, Warrangal (Local Branches). The members of the Committee
set up under the chairmanship of Shri T.N. Chaturvedi, Chairman, Standing Committee, to
examine the question of development and promotion of the functioning of branches, also met
the office-bearers of the branches to elicit their views on various aspects of the development of
branches.

Some of the suggestions/observations made by the office-bearers in the meeting were:

(i) A Sub-Committee should be set up by the regional and local ~branches for an in-
depth study of the local and regional administrative problems and proposals sub-
mitted by them for undertaking academic exercises in form of seminar, werkshop,
conference, field survey, research project be encouraged by IIPA, New Delhi.

(i) Local branches which have experts as members may be involved in the evaluation,
monitoring of programmes and projects and IIPA should take up such initiative on
experimental basis.

Membership fee of IIPA for Santhal and other Adivasi regions should be reduced by
50 per cent.

Proposals relating to holding of seminars, workshops, etc., on administrative problems
of Santhals and other Adivasi regions be given priority.

The branches of the Institute should conduct their busiress in Hindi or the regional
language and the IIPA should provide funds (o study local/regional administrative

"problems.

The surplus reading material for training programmes available with the Institute
should be made available to the branches to enrich their libraries.

Papers circulated in the conferences/seminars organised by the Institute should be
made available to the branches.

The faculty members of the Institute should guide and encourage the branches in
pursuing meaningful activities.

Screening Committee on Admission of Members should adopt a liberal approach in
admitting new members.

Grants given to the branches are not adequate and the sharing of subscription of
membership fee be raised from 50 per cent to 70 per cent.  Special grants on the
pattern of matching grant given to Maharashtra Regional Branch be provided to
other branches also.

A local branch should be designated as District Branch.

Regional branches and local branches must be treated as distinct units. However
mutual support for and cooperation among the regional and local Branches must be
encouraged.

Specific mention may be made of active branches in the Annual Meeting of the
General Body.

There should be no objection to admit varicus functionaries in public service as memn-
bers of the Institute. The recommendations of the concerned regional/local branches
should be taken into account while admitting new members. At the same time there
should not be pockets of concentration of members,

Applications for student membership should be treated on urgent basis.

'The revival of Andhra Pradesh Branch is badly delayed.

Strict action must be taken against those branches which do not fulfil the norms and
requirement stipulated in the bye-laws.

UNICEF has sent useful material on health care. They may be requested to send
such material in English and the regional languages where available.

The Committee on Development of Branches has made some provisional
recommendations and will submit its report shortly. A sum of Rs. 3,17,304 was paid during the
year as financial assistance to the branches for carrying out their programmes/activities. The
activities pursued by regional/local branches during the year are reported in Annexure IV.

B.6 ESSAY COMPETITION

essays on “Reservation Policy”. One second prize of Rs. 1500 was awarded to  Shri Lalit
Mohan Sharma for his entry on “Right to Information”.

For entries in Hindi, one first prize of Rs. 2000 was awarded to Shri Prabhu Datta for his
essay on 3TREOTAT G; two second prizes of Rs.1500 each to Smt. Leena P. Mehandall for her

C. ACADEMIC ACTIVITIES
C.l THE ACADEMIC COMMITTEE

The Academic Committee of the Institute assists the Executive Council on all academic
matters concerning education, training, research and consultancy, The Committee met twice
during the year.

C.2 PLANNING AND ADVISORY COMMITTEE AND THE ACADEMIC CENTRES OF
THE INSTITUTE

The Planning and Advisory Committee is to advise the Director on various academic
activities of the Institute. The meeiings of the Planning and Advisory Committee are held on
the first working day of every month. The Committee is chaired by the Director and consists of
Coordinators of all the Centres, Programme Director, APPPA, Coordinators of Research and
Consultancy, Training Activities and Computer Centre, Project Director, Case Study
Programme and elected faculty members. The Registrar, Librarian, and Assistant Editor are
special invitees to the meetings of the Committee.

As reported in the last Annual Report for 1990-91, the Academic Divisions were reor-
ganised into seven Academic Centres from April 1991 after electing coordinators of the
centres. The functions of the Centres are to: (i) prepare an annual plan of work in the area of
tcaching,, training, research and periodically review its progress; (i) discuss, coordinate and
review individual plan of academic activity and also to incorporate new plans of action and
periodically review them; (iii) act as a forum for academic interaction and intellectual develop-
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ment of its members by organising seminars, special lectures, etc.; (iv) develop professional
norms of work and help members to achieve them, and (v) coordinate activities with other
Centres in achieving inter-disciplinary tasks. Each Centre elects its Coordinator for a period
of two years and meets once every month.

The membership of the Academic Centres is given in Annexure VIIL

C3 TRAINING PROGRAMMES

S h Advanced Professional Programme in Public Administration

The Seventeenth Advanced Professional Programme in Public Administration (APPPA)
began on July 1, 1991 and concluded on March 31, 1992. Thirty-three officers from 15 different
All India and Central Services deputed by the ministries/departments of the Government of
India as also by state governments participated in the programme.

The APPPA has been designed to promote effective and articulate administrative leader-
ship among senior/middle level officers. The programme seeks:

1. to provide an opportunity to middle and senior level civil servants to reflect into their
experience;

2. to impart knowledge of recent developments in behavioural scicnces and their ap-
plication in administration;

3. to acquaint participants with developments in administrative and management skills;
and

4. to enable the participants to have a critical analysis of the environmental and other
factors impinging upon the functioning of the administrative system.

The programme consisted of four broad components: () teaching course, (b) field study,
(c) study seminars, and (d) dissertation and viva-voce. All the activities of the programme
were grouped into 21 streams consisting of a number of subjects/topics but excluding elective
area groups and experiential presentations.

As part of the programme, four seminars were held. These were: (1) Project Study, (2)
Village Study, (3) Union Budget and Economy, and (4) Recent Changes in India’s Economic
Policy. Dr. J.N. Upadhyay, Prof. KN. Kabra and Dr. (Mrs.) Aasha Kapur Mehta conducted
the Seminars.

The Project Study was intended to impart consultancy skills among the participants work-
ing in a team, Three specific undertakings were chosen for in-depth study to formulate specific
suggestions to sustain or to improve their performance. Prof. Nand Dhameja, Prof. Kanti
Swarup and Prof. A.K. Sharma were in-charge of project studies.

The programme also included experiential presentations by the participants. This aimed
at developing their abilities to communicate - and sharpen their confidence in public speaking
and to equip them with the necessary techniques for oral presentation in the course of their
assignments in the future. Prof. S.N. Mishra, Programme Director, Shri Rakesh Gupta and
Shri N.C. Ganguli, Associate Programme Directors were in-charge of this stream.

As part of the Programme, studies were carried out by the participants in groups in
selected villages in districts of Kodagu (Karnataka), North Goa (Goa), Aizawl (Mizoram) and
Dehra Dun (Uttar - Pradesh). The faculty members associated with the Village Study
Programme were Prof. M.L. Sudan (Kodagu) Shri Rakesh Gupta (North Goa), Dy, B.M.
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Verma (Aizawl) and Dr. (Mrs.) A. Sarada (Dehradun). The studies conducted in these vil-
lages exposed the participants to the dynamics of rural life and provided first hand knowledge
of basic socio- economic conditions of the backward communities. The reports of the village
study by the participants were discussed in a two-day seminar. Dr. J.N. Upadhyay was in-
charge of Village Study.

A significant component of the programme was the preparation of a well documented
dissertation on a topic relevant to some current administrative problems chosen by the par-
ticipants in consultation with the faculty. The titles of dissertations submitted by the par-
ticipants are given in Annexure VI.

The performance of the participants was evaluated through a system of written examina-
tions, term papers/assignments, write-ups on research methods, experiential presentation,
project studies, village study reports, seminar performance, evaluation of dissertation and
viva-voce.

Shri Satish Chandra, IAS, Joint Secretary, Ministry of Food Processing Industries,
Government of India was awarded Prof. V.K.N. Menon Prize for having secured the first
position among the participants in the programme. Shri §. Parthasarathy, IAS, Joint Secretary,
Department of Animal Husbandry and Dairy, Ministry of Agriculture, Government of India,
and Shri G. Ahuja, Dy. Inspector General, Central Industrial Security Force (North Zone),
were awarded the second and third prizes respectively.

The participants were also requested to evaluate the programme in a carefully drawn up
proforma. This included evaluation of programmes conducted by the members of faculty
in-charge of streams and external experts. The findings of the evaluation are taken into con-
sideration for reviewing the programme schedule.

The programme was inaugurated by Shri C.G. Somaiah, Comptroller and Auditor
General of India. The then Hon’ble Vice-President of India, Dr, S.D. Sharma, delivered the
valedictory address and distributed the diplomas to the successful participants. Hon’ble Union
Minister for Home Affairs, Government of India, Shri S.B. Chavan, Chairman of the Institute,
was present at the valedictory function.

Prof. S.N. Mishra was the Programme Director and Shri N.C. Ganguli and Shri Rakesh
Gupta were Associate Programme Directors.

Other Training Programmes

During the year under review, the Institute organised 44 other training programmes and
849 officers participated in it, in addition to Seventeenth APPPA. The break-up of program-
mes conducted under different categories along with number of programmes and participants
during 1991-92 and preceding year 1990:91, is given on next page.

The details of all training programmes are given at Annexure V. Under Management
Development Progr: —1, 11 Manag t Orientation Programmes, sponsored by the

Department of Personnel and Training, meant for officers of the Central/state governments
and public sector undertakings, were conducted.

The four special programmes under Management Development Programmes — I were also
sponsored by the Department of Personnel and Training. They were: (1) programme for
Group ‘A’ Officers (11-16 years), (2) Programme for Empanelled Deputy Secretaries of CSS,
(3) 3-week Training Course for IAS Officers (17-20 years service), and (4) Training Course on

C4 WORKSHOP/SEMINARS/CONFERENCES

Seminar-cum-Workshop on Developments in Public Administration (April, 18-20, 1991)

1IPA, jointly with Indian Public Administration Society, organised this Seminar-cum-
Workshop at the Institute from April 18-20. Shri T.N. Chaturvedi, Chairman, IIPA Standing
Committee, inaugurated the Seminar, Dr. Manmohan Singh, the Chairman of UGC, delivered
the Veledictory Address. The objective of the Seminar were to take stock of: (i) developments
in the discipline of public administration, (i) developments in Indian Public Administration
concerning policy initiatives and institutional framework, and (jii) sharing of experiences in
the teaching of public administration.

Thirtyone faculty members from various Indian universities attended the Seminar.
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Prof. S.R. Maheshwari coordinated the Seminar and Dr. R.K. Tiwart was the Co-coor-
dinator.

Workshop on Right to Information (September 23, 1991)

IIPA’s Centre for Public Policy, Planning and Environmental Stuum organised a
Workshop on “Right to Information” on September 23, at IIPA to discuss the
tion as a fundamental right for all people and to decide what action sh
implement it.

National Semninar on Status of the Discipline of Public Administration in India: Perspectives on
Past, Present and Future (March 26-28, 1992)

The IIPA, Kakatiya University anid IIPA Warrangal Local Branch, jointly organised the
above National Seminar. Prof. G. Ram Reddy, Chairman, University Grants Commission,
inaugurated the Seminar. Prof. Reddy in his address observed that a radical change at the
National Level on the economic front, i.e., switching over from planned economy to market
economy, will also change the role of public administration in the country. Its focus is now
bound to shift to higher productivity, efficiency, greater accountability, etc.

Nearly 40 papers were presented in seven sessions of the Seminar on various facets of
study of public administration in the country. Senior academicians in the discipline of Public
Administration of various Universities in the country participated in the Conference.

Prof. M.V. Mathur, Vice-President of IIPA gave the Valedictory Address and emphasised
the need for viewing the scope of the discipline of public administration on a broader canvas
and to recognise its inter- disciplinary character as also the fact that public administration
studies have a strong applied aspect. The Seminar strongly felt the need for the creation of a
separate UGC expert panel in Public Administration and setting up a Steering Group for the
task of framing model syllabi for Master’s and Bachelor’s degrees in Public Administration.

National Seminar on Recent Policy Initiatives in Financial Libralisation (Feb. 20-21, 1992)

IIPA organised a National Seminar on Recent Policy Initiatives in Financial Liberalisation
on February 20-21, 1992. Shri R.N. Malhotra, former Governor of Reserve Bank of India,
inaugurated the seminar.

About 40 participants drawn mainly from Government Departments, academic, banking
and other institutions attended the Seminar.

The main objective of the National Seminar was to bring together - researchers, ad-
ministrators, executives of public/private enterprises, labour representatives and academics to
discuss and debate issues (prospects, problems and implication) relating to recent policy
initiatives. The seminar covered various aspects related to: (@) removal of constraints on-
lending policies and interest rates, (b) new initiatives in the monetary sector — new instru-
ments for attracting domestic savings and foreign investment, (c) increasing the flow of funds,
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(d) privatisation, (¢) experience of privatisation/libralisation in other developed/deveioping
countries, and (f) M.O.U. System — Performance Evaluation, etc.

Shri V.P. Sawhney, Sccretary, Ministry of Labour, presided over the first technical session
on “Financial Liberalisation”; while the second session on “Capital Markets” was presided
over by Dr. $.R. Mohnot, Evaluation Director, Centre for Industrial and Economic Research;
and Shri Suresh Kumar, Sccretary, Department of Public Enterprises, presided over the third
technical session on “Public Sector Policy”.

Shri T.N. Chaturvedi, Chairman, Standing Committee of IIPA, presided over the Valedic-
tory Session.

smt. S. Saroja was the Coordinator of the Seminar and presented the theme paper on
“Restructuring the Economy”. Nine papers were presented in three sessions of the National
Seminar.

C.5 CASE STUDY PROGRAMME

During 1991-92, 11 case studies were received as entries under the Annual Award Com-
petition Scheme. Another eight case studies were received for consideration for publication.
All the 19 case studies have been referred to a panel of experts for evaluation.

No case study was found to deserve First or Second Prize for the year 1990-91. A consola-
tion prize of Rs.1500 was given to Shri Upendra Tripathy for his case study ‘Finalising a
Tender’. The prize was given by the President of the Institute, Dr. S.D. Sharma in the General
Body Meeting held on October 26, 1991. In addition to this prize winning entry, six case
studies were accepted for publication.

The Committee on Case Studies in its meeting held on September 19, 1991 decided to send
a proposal to the Department of Personnel regarding placement of senior officers on return
from study abroad in Training Institutes for a period of 3-6 months. The Institute’s proposal
has been accepted and a circular has been issued by the Establishment Officer of the Gov-
ternment of India to all the state governments.

It was possible to organise a three-day workshop on Case Preparation in collaboration
with the IIPA Maharashtra Regional Branch at Bombay during February 25-27, 1992. Regard-
ing the Workshop on Case Preparation and Use, the Institute has been informed by the DOP
that the ban on workshops/conferences will continue due to austerity measures.

Prof. Edwin A. Bock, President of Inter-University Case Programme, Maxwell School of
Citizenship and Public Affairs, Syracuse University, New York, USA, visited the Institute and
had discussion with the Chairman of the Case Study Committee and the Director of the
Institute in the month of November, 1991,

C.6 LIBRARY

One of the significant areas of activity during the year had been the submission of the
Library Committee Report on Modernization and Upgradation of the ITPA Library. Prof.
M.V. Mathur was Chairman of the Committee. The Report had presented a long-term plan
about library development and proposed to convert the IIPA library into National Resource
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Centre in Public Administration (NRCPA). The IIPA library continued to receive the World
Bank Publications under their depository arrangement. In addition, the library began to
receive HABITAT publications under the depositing arrangement. Another significant ac-
tivity of the library during the current year was that the library was in receipt of Annual Plan
Grant to the tune of Rs.12 lakh which was to be spent on the purchase of
Hardware/Software/Furniture/Books on Public Administration. }
UNICEF had also sent their publications under free distribution programme to the faculty.

Acquisition

The library has added 3716 volumes during the year. The total collection as on March 31,
1992 was 1,62,806 comprising of books, public documents, World Bank reports, HABITAT
documents, and gifted documents. The number of periodicals/titles were 554 out of which 272
were subscribed, 144 were received as gift and 125 periodicals were obtained under the
exchange arrangement. Thirteen dailies were subscribed for providing press clipping service,
including two in Hindi.

The library added 371 public documents and 400 administrative reports to their collection
of Government Documents.

Under the CUS collection, 21 books were added taking the total collection to 1786
volumes.

To the collection of CRDA, 40 documents were added.

During the year, the library added 600 publications under the World Bank Depository
Programme. Seventy publications were added under the HABITAT  depositing
programme.

Circulation

A total of 12,600 users had attended the library and availed of the various facilities. The
library membership consisted of 1804 members of IIPA; 223 members of faculty and staff;
1317 course participants; 24 consulting members; and 330 permitted members.

The number of volumes issued on loan was 7710 under the Inter-Library-Loan Service; 574
volumes were loaned to outside agencies; and 113 volumes were borrowed.

Documentation Activity

1. Documentation in Public Administration (DPA), a quarterly current awareness ser-
vice continued to be published. During 1991, the DPA contained 2292 articles from
periodicals, 377 selections from  newspapers, 80 booknotes and 713 index to book
reviews and 1922 Abstracts. '

2. Press Clipping service was continued for which 12 newspapers — were regularly
scanned to select items of interest to the Institute. A total of 6000 clippings were
added. B

3. Bibliographic services based on comprehensive literature search were carried out
and bibliographies were prepared. (list enclosed).

Computerisation Activity
During the year, the library received an Annual Plan Grant of Rs.12 lakh and the major
portion of the grant was spent onthe purchase of Computer Hardware/Software. Accordingly,
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the Institute ordered Intel 486 system with two terminals and 1 PC AT alongwith SCO - Unix
and LIBSYS.

Submission of the “Report of the Library Committee on Modernisation and Upgradation of the
IIPA Library”

During the year, the Committee headed by Prof, M.V. Mathur had submitted its report on
Modernisation and Upgradation of the [IPA Library to the Chairman, IIPA. The report was
placed before the Academic Council. The Academic Council while accepting the report,
congratulated the Chairman and the members of the Committee for the great effort made in
bringing out this report, which was considered to be a milestone in the development of the
IIPA library. Further, the Council accepted the Report in principle and asked the Librarian to
prepare a Plan of Action for implementation of the report. The Executive Council had
accepted the recommendations of the Academic Council. Accordingly the Librarian, in
consultation with professional colleagues in the library, has prepared a Plan of Action for
implementation of the recommendations contained in the report.

D2 FINANCE AND ACCOUNTS

I. Revenue Account (Recurring)

During the year under report, maintenance grant of Rs. 109 lakh was received from the
Ministry of Personnel, Public Grievances and Pensions.

Receipts from membership subscription, sale of publications, rents, etc., amounted to
Rs. 40.82 lakh. Fees from various fee-based and sponsored training programmes amounted to
Rs. 14.68 lakh (Rs. 2.64 lakh from programmes organised by the Institute on its own and
Rs. 12.04 lakh in respect of sponsored programmes). Thus, the total receipts under revenue
account amounted to Rs. 164.50 lakh.

As against the above revenue receipts of Rs.164.50 lakh, the expenditure during the year
under report amount to Rs.167.76 lakh under the following broad heads:

1. Establishment (salary and allowance including T.A.) Rs. 89.33 lakh
2. Library books and periodicals, etc. Rs. 545~

Thus, there is an excess payment of Rs. 3.26 lakh in the revenue account during the year.
Taking into account this, the excess expenditure of Rs. 15.69 lakh during the previous year
ending on March 31, 1991, a total excess expenditure on revenue account at the end of the
financial year under report was to the tune of Rs. 18.95 lakh.

The excess expenditure was primarily due to cut in the maintenance grant consequent on
the economy measures suddenly undertaken by Government of India in September, 1990,
leading to the reduction in the number of sponsored training programmes which resulted in
fall in revenue from fees. Part of it was due to general rise in prices. The deficit is proposed to
be met by effecting economy in the expenditure.

Centre for Urban Studies

A maintenance grant of Rs. 15.25 lakh was received from the Ministry of Urban Develop-
ment, Government of India during the year under report. In addition, receipts of Rs. 0.24 lakh
accrued from sale of CUS publications, etc. '
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Against the total receipt of Rs. 1549 lakh for the CUS, the expenditure on the Centre
during the year amounted to Rs. 17.88 lakh. Thus, there was an excess expenditure of Rs. 2.39
lakh which has been carricd over for adjustment against the Grant-in-aid for the year 1992-93.
