TWENTY-NINTH ANNUAL REPORT
1982-83
INTRODUCTION

The Institute has completed twenty-nine years of its functioning.

During the year under report, the Institute has continued to extend the
range of its activities under training, research studies, consultancy and
publications as also in respect of workshops, seminars and conferences on
different aspects of Public Administration.

As in the previous years, research and consultancy assignments remalned
attuned to problem solving approach. They seek to respond to the felt needs
of various organisations. There has also been increasing involvement in
studies concerning the impact of developmental programmes on the rural sector.
Other research activities and consultancies concern themselves with important
problems such as those associated with urbanisation and environment of indus-
trial policies and procedures. In terms of relevance and utility, the
trailning programmes benefit directly from the findings derived and experiences
gained from research and consultancies.

Eleven research and consultancy assignments were completed during 1982- -

83 (Details at pages 36-~39).

Among 28 research and consultancy projects in progress are several on
behalf of the Government of India, State Governments and Public Sector Under-
takings. Negotiations are under way for several new consultancy and research
projects.

TRAINING PROGRAMMES

During the year under review, the Institute apart from the 8th Advanced
Professional Programme in Public Administration, conducted 21 Management
Orientation Progr 7 Special Progr: 12 Mar 1t Development Pro-
grammes and 15 Sponsored Programmes which included an Appreciation course on
'Development and the Environment' sponsored by the Department of Environment,
Government of India from February 21-March 2, 1983 and the Course on 'Ethics
and Administration' from April 21-30, 1982. The Institute's Centre for Urban
Studies organised 8 training programmes covering various facets of Urban
Administration. In all 1324 participants participated in the training
programmes.

The Advanced Professional Programme in Public Administration, eighth in
the serles, was successfully concluded on March 31, 1983. Twenty-nine
officers particlpated in the programme. As mentioned elsewhere in the report,

the arrangement worked out with the Punjab University to award M. Phil -
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Degree to the Post~Graduate participants of the Advanced Professional Pro-
gramme in Public Administration, recognition to IIPA as Advanced Centre for
Resarch for Doctoral and post-doctoral work and exchange of faculty was
approved by the Executive Council.

SEMINARS AND CONFERENCES

During the year, eight Seminars, Conferences and Workshops were conduc~
ted. Of these, mention may be made of the following:

1. Second National Symposium on 'Project-Management Organisation systems
and Procedures' from April 9-10, 1982, in association with the

2. Orientation seminar on 'India's Policy on Environment.' from April
12-13, 1982, sponsored by the Department of Environment, Government

4, National workshop on 'Apprailsal and Selection of Investment Pro-
posals' from April 27-29, 1982

5. Workshop on 'Urban Land Policy' from March 24-26, 1983 organised by
the Centre for Urban Studies.

COMMITTEE ON CASE STUDIES

The Committee on Case Studies continued its programmé with Prof. M.V.
Mathur as Chairman and Director P.R., Dubhashi as Project Director.

During the year, a three-day national level workshop on Case Studies was
held from April 22-24, 1982. The following volumes were published:

PUBLICATIONS

The periodicals and other publications of the Institute have maintained
their standard and appreciated by the readers. The Institute's Journal,
‘Indian Journal of Public Administration' continues to get recognition all
over the country and abroad. The subject for the special number brought out
in 1982 was 'Productivity in Public Administration : Concept and Application'.

Four issues of 'Nagarlok' were brought out during the year, two special
numbers on different topics: 'Urban Shelter! and Urban Federalism'.

LIBRARY

The library facilities were availed of by 2975 persons comprising of
members of IIPA, members of Faculty and Staff of the Institute; participants
of various training programmes and research scholars. At the close of the
year, the library had 1,48,608 volumes.

REGIONAL AND LOCAL BRANCHLS
During the year, a local branch of the Institute was set up at Jabalpur.
With this, there are now 14 regional and 27 local branches. Some of the
regional and local branches were very active during the period under review.
A meeting of the Chairmen and Office-bearers of the Regional and Local
Branches was convened on October 23, 1982, and discussed measures to activise
the branches. .

Some of the members of the Executive Council of the Institute, Director
and the members of the Faculty visited various branches and participated in
their activities.

Efforts will be continued to develop and strengthen the branches which
play an important role in the context of the objectives of the Institute.

REVIEW COMMITTEE

A Review committee was constituted by the Chalrman of the Institute for
reviewing the activities of the Institute. The Committee has held a number of
meetings and will make an overall assessment of the Institute's activities in
the areas of tralning, research, consultancy, seminars/conferences, publica-
tions, ete. and will also deal with the Institute's relationship with the
Government, Universities and various academic and research Institutes,
organisation and persormel of the Institute, finences of the Institute ete.

ENDOWMENT FUND

The Silver Jubliee Fund was created during the Silver Jubilee year of
the Institute. Contributions of Rs. 5,65,000 were recelved from the State
Governments of Karnataka (Rs. 5 lacs), Kerala (Rs. 50,000), Rajasthan (Rs.
10,000), and Jammu & Kashmir (Rs. 5,000), towards the Silver Jubllee Fund.
During the year, the Exzecutive Council of the Institute decided to establish
an Endowment Fund out of the receipts of the Silver Jubilee Fund. Other State
Governments were requested to contribute to this Endowment Fund. Contributions
towards this Endowment Fund bave so far been received from Tamil Nadu (Rs. 1 -
lakh), Haryana (Rs. 1 lakh), Himachal Pradesh (Rs. 1 lakh), Madhya Pradesh
(Rs. 50,000) and Gujarat (Rs. 50,000). The interest accruing from the invest-
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ments of this Fund will be utilised for the purposes, such as, providing
assistance to reglonal and local branches for undertaking specific studies and
research activities and also towards publication of such studles, and institu-
ting an annual Endowment Lecture on a major theme relating to public adminis-
tration, The first Endowment Lecture was delivered by Prof. W.H. Morris-Jones
of the Institute of Commonwealth Studies, University of London on '"Legisla-
tures in the New States" on March 30, 1983.

During the year, the Institute also organised 3 other lectures under
Extension Lectures Programme.




A. ASSOCIATIONAL ACTIVITIES
A.1 TWENTY-EIGHTH ANNUAL MEETING OF THE éENERAL BODY

The Twenty-elghth Annual Meeting of the General Body was held on October
23, 1982. Dr. B. Venkatapplah, Vice-President of LIPA, presided over the
meeting in the absence of Shri M. Hidayatullah, President of IIPA, who could
not ecme due to some unaviodable engagements.

The meeting was attended by 183 members.

In the absence of Shri M. Hidayatullah, president of the 1IPA, and Shri
S.B. Chavan, Chairman of the IIPA, Director P.R. Dubheshi read eut their
speeches.

The house approved the proceedings of the Twenty-Seventh Anrmal Meeting
of the General Body, held on October 31, 1981 and the Annual Report and the
Annusl Statement of Accounts for the year 1981-82. Messrs Thakur Vaidyanath
Aiyar and Co., Chartered Accountants, were re-appointed as the Auditors for
the year 1982-83. )

Shri. M. Hidayatullah, Vice-President of India was elected unanimously as
President of the Institute for the year 1982-83.

A Special Meeting of the General Body was also held on Octeber 23, 1982,
to consider a resolution seeking to enhance ITPA's memberstiip subscription in
view of rise in the cost of production including postage of periodicals of
1IPA which are mailed free to members. As decided at the Special Meeting, the
annual subscription for Ordinary Membership was raised from Rs.30/- to Rs.50/-
and for life membership from Rs.300/- to Rs.500/- with effect from January 1,
1983.

CENTRE FOR URBAN STUDIES

The Institute's Centre for Urban Studies, was established in December,
1966, with financial support from the Union Ministry of Works & Housing. It
organised during the year, eight short-term training programmes for senior
officers from municipal corporations, municipalities and urban development
authorities on subjects, such as financial management, persémnel management,
valuation and assessment of property tax, urban plan administration, water
supply management and solid waste management. 176 participants attended these
programmes. Besides these, the Centre also conducted 3 fee~based programmes
which were attended by 41 participants. In addition, the Centre also
conducted a workshop on 'Urban Land Policy'.

The research studies on 'Unit Cost of Creating a job in Central
Government - Its Employment Multiplier effect and implications', 'Financing of
the Second Perspective Plan for Delhi - 2001 A.D.', "Voluntary Agencies and
Urban Development', and 'Slum Improvement' undertaken by the Centre are at
various stages of completion.

The Centre continued to publish an Urban affairs quarterly journal
‘Nagarlok'. During the year under report, two special numbers on 'Urban
Shelter! and 'Urban Federalism' were brought out.

CENTRE FOR RURAL DEVELOPMENT ADMINISTRATION
The Centre for Rural Development Administration was established in

January 1981 to conduct research/consultancy, training programmes,
seminars/conferences and discussions in the area of policy, planning and

i implementation of rural development programmes.

Seven training programmes and three research studies were conducted
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during the year in the field of rural development. As many as 8 research
studies (p.56-57) taken up on the Centre are in progress. These include
‘Bench-mark study of socio-economic Conditions and Growth Potential Drought
District of West Bengal, Haryana and Jamru & Kashmir', 'Evaluation of Bonded
Labour Rehabilitation', Formulation of Agricultural Policy including Policy
regarding priority of Agricultural Productiocn in Indian Planning' and
'Preparation of Block Plan in East Siang District of Arunachal Pradesh'.

THE CORPORATE STUDIES GROUP

During the year 1982-83, the Corporate Studies Group was engaged in the
following research programmes/projects:

1. Indian Council of Social Sciences Research research programme on
"Regulatory Administration of Private Corporate Sector in India" ( 5
year duration)

2. Indo-Dutech Programme on Alternatives in Development (IDPAD) research
project on "Corporate Information System".

3. Indo-Dutch Programme on Alternatives in Development (IDPAD) research
project on "Political Dimensions of Multinational Corporations"

4. Standing Conference on Public Enterprises (SCOPE) research project on
"Comparative Performance of Public Enterprises and Large Private
Sector Companies".

Of these, projects at S.No. 2 and 3 have been completed and the reports
are being submitted to the IDPAD. The other two projects will continue during
the next year. The Group has been sanctioned a new research project, namely,
"Growth and Regulation of Foreign Private Capital in India since independence"
by the Planning Commission. .

The Group has established a computer based Corporate Information System
which extensively covers the Indian corporate sector. It comprises of ten
data files on computer tapes, containing data on various aspects of the
corporate sector. A number of other data files are under preparation. An
exhaustive press clipping documentation, a collection of company Annual
Reports and Prospectuses; and a working library on the Corporate sector are
the other components of the information system. The information system is
accessible to academic researchers in addition to the Group members. A number
of Doctoral scholars from various Universities and researchers from Institu-
tions in India and abroad have approached the Group for their data require-
ments. During the year under review the Group acquired a micro-processor
unit HCL System-2. This system has two double density floppy drives in
addition to a mini floppy with a CPU having 64 K Byte memory. The system 1s
equipped with FORTRAN and BASIC compilers and Word Processing software. This !
system apart from being used for the Group's data processing requirements and
publications, has proved useful in bringing out the Institute's Newsletter and
some other publications.

The Group has been requested by the Indian Council of Social Science
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Research to provide consultancy and training to the senior staff of a research
institute in Bangladesh for establishment of information system similar to its
own. The Amsterdam University and Free University of Amsterdam have proposed
a joint programme of research on multinationals in collaboration with the
Group, under the second phase of IDPAD.

During the year, three members of the Group, namely, Professor S.P.
Verma, Shri Nagesh Kumar and Shri B.M. Gupta visited several research institu-—
tions in the Netherlands, the UK, France, Belgium, Switzerland, Austria, West
Germany etc. and met scholars working in their respective areas.

The Group brought out a report on "Functioning of Industrial Licensing
System" in January 1983 which has since been widely discussed. Another study
(yet unpublished) on the small scale sector, has been completed during the
year . The Group also brought out a booklet, "An Introduction to Corporate
Information System", describing the scope and nature of the work of the Group.
In addition, members of the Group brought out several publications/working
papers which are listed elsewhere in this report.

The Indlan Institute of Public Administration in collaboration with the
Training Division of the Department of Persommel and Administrative Reforms,
Ministry of Home Affairs, Government of India organised a three-day National
Seminar on District Administration from February 21 to 23, 1983.

~ - to take a comparative assessment of democratic and planning processes
at the district and sub-distrioict levels; keeping in view the
efficacy of their institutional arrangements and the range of tools
and devices they rely on; and

- to evaluate the utility of the innovations introduced in the district
administration and identify the areas were fresh innovations are
necessary for raising its efficiency.

It was the expectation of the Seminar that with their individual
experience and knowledge, the participants would make a collective contribu-
tion to provide a new prespective to the dlscipline of District Administration
in theory and practice.

B.6 LIBRARY AND REFERENCE SERVICE

During the year, the Library acquired 3,949 volumes. On March 31, 1983,
the Library had 1,48,608 volumes of books, public documents and periodicals.
The number of periodicals on the current list at the close of the year stood
at 496. Twelve newspapers were made available in the Library during the year.

Library tacilitles were availed of by 2,975 persons including members of
IIPA, members of' the faculty and staff of the Institute, participants of
variocus courses conducted by the Institute, and the research scholars from
academic institutions. During the year 10,455 volumes were loaned out. On
inter-library loan transactions, 557 volumes were loaned out and 75 books were
borrowed. 3

The Library continued the clipping of relevant articles and other items
from the newspapers being received in the Library. The clippings are arranged
subject-wise, equipped with and author index, and are maintained in bound
volumes.

During the year, 8 bibliographies and reading lists were compiled for the
use of the faculty and members of the Institute.

The Library continued to issue the 'Monthly List of Additions' and a
weekly service 'Documentation in Public Administration'. Four guarterly
issues of the Documentation in Public Administration were compiled.

The depository collection on economic development in the developing
countries placed in the Library by the Economic Development Institiite of the
International Bank for Reconstruction and Development continued to be used for
ref'erence purposes. ’

C. FINANCES AND ACCOUNTS

During the year under report, the Institute received a maintenance grant
of Rs. 37,51 lakhs (as against Rs. 28.46 lakhs in the previous year) from the
'13epartment of Personnel & Administrative Reforms, Ministry of Home Affairs,
Government of India. In addition, the Department of Administrative Reforms
also sanctioned and released a non-recuring grent of Rs. 6.90 lakhs for House
Building Advance to the Employees of the Institute (including Rs. 4 lakhs
carried forward from previous year). Grant of Rs. 5.83 lakhs was received
from the Ministry of Works & Housing, Government of India for recurring expen-
diture of the Centre for Urban Studies. Grants of Rs. 2.68 lakhs for the
Advanced Professonal Programme in Public Administration; Rs. 2.50 lakhs for
courses under Management Orientation Programme and Rs. 2.51 lakhs for other
speclal courses were recelved from the Department of Personnel and Administra~
tive Reforms, Ministry of Home Affairs.

Various sponsoring departments placed at the disposal of the Institute a
sum of Rs. 6.08 lakhs for meeting expenditure on the Study Tour Abroad by the
participants of the fifth, sixth, seventh and eighth APPPA. A sum of Rs. 0.92
lakh was received from the ICSSR for disbursement to Fellows. Grants from the
sponsoring agencles for Research Studies, Seminars and Conferences amounted to
Rs. 7.05 lakhs.

Course fees from various training programmes other than those mentioned
above amounted to Rs. 6.38 lakhs (Rs. 2.04 lakhs in respect of programmes
sponsored by other agencies and Rs. 4.34 lakhs from those sponsored by the
Institute). The receipts from the Institute's own resources including member-
ship-subscriptions, consultancy assignments, sale of publications, etc; were
of the order of Rs. 14.31 lakhs.

The total receipts for the year were to the tune of Rs, 92.67 lakhs.

The expenditure during the year under report, was Rs. 29.93 iakhs on
establishment (including T.A.); Rs. 1.42 lakhs on Library; Rs. 2.68 lakhs on
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Publications; Rs. 4.A47 lakhs on Maintenance of Building, rent, rates & taxes,
water & Electricity charges; Rs. 2.83 lakhs on office expenses and Rs. 1.12
lakhs on services and supplies and furniture, fixture and office equipment.
The expenses on the Centre for Rural Development Administration amounted to
Rs. 3.97 lakhs and that on Centre for Urban Studies to Rs. 6.12 lakhs besides
Rs. 0.26 lakh for Publication of Nagarlok.

On the training side, the expenditure on Advanced Professional Programme
in Public Administration sponsored by the Department of Personnel an Adminis-
trative Reforms amounted to Rs. 3.59 lakhs; on Management Orientation Pro-
gramme to Rs. 2.69 lakhs and on Management Development Programme and other
Training Programmes to Rs. 5.29 lakhs.

Adding to this, the expenditure on Study Tour Abroad by APPPA Partici-
pants (Rs. 5.28 lakhs); disbursement of Fellowship, etc. (Rs. 0.84 lakh);
Expenditure on Consultancy assignments (Rs. 1.62 lakhs); Expenditure on
research projects/seminars etc. (Rs. 9.07 lakhs); Expenditure on District
Planning Cells-DPAP (Rs. 0.57 lakh); grants to branches (Rs. 0,76 lakh);
advances to employees for house building, conveyance etc (Rs. 9.16 lakhs) and
including other minor items, the total expenditure of the Institute during the
year amounted to Rs. 93.31 lakhs.

Audited statement of Accounts in detall are appended to this report. M/s
Thakur, Vaidyanath Aiyar and Co. audited the accounts of the Institute for the
year under report.
