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THIRTY-FIRST ANNUAL REPORT

INTRODUCTION

The Institute has completed thirty one years of its existence.

During the year under review, the Institute continued to play its role in
its major areas of work, viz., training, research, consultancy, case studies,
seminars, conferences and publications.

RESEARCH AND CONSULTANCY PROJECTS

The research and consultancy projects taken up by the Institute relate to
various facets of administration. During the year, 14 research and consultancy
assignments were completed, the details of which are given at Annexure II.

A number of research and consultancy projects commissioned and/or sponsored
by various Ministries of the Government of India, state governments, municipal
corporations, public sector undertakings, are on hand.

TRAINING PROGRAMMES

During the year under report, the Institute conducted the Tenth Advanced
Professional Programme in Public Administration, 14 Management Orientation Prog-
rammes, 5 Special Programmes, 15 fee-based Management Development Programmes and
7 Sponsored Programmes. The Institute's Centre for Urban Studies organised 9
training programmes on different aspects of urban administration. In all, 1107
participated in these programmes.,

The Advanced Professional Programme in Public Administration, tenth in the
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series, successfully concluded on March 30, 1985, Thirty officers participated
in the programme and 29 participants successfully completed the programme. The
Panjab University willbe conferring M. Phil Degree to the successful post-
graduate participants in the programme.

SEMINARS AND CONFERENCES

During the year, three Seminars were conducted as under:

The Committee on Case Studies continued its programme with Prof. M.V.
Mathur as Chairman, Dr. P.R. Dubhashi, Director as Project Director and Dr.
Jaideep Singh as Member-Secretary. \

(ii) Administrative Case Studies (Volume VIII in IIPA's New Series).
PUBLICATIONS
The Institute's Journal Indian Journal of Public Administration continues
to be appreciated by the readers both in India and abroad. The subject for the
special number which was also the EROPA (Eastern Regional Organization for
Public Administration) number brought out in the year 1984 was on 'Planning

Systems'. In addition a theme number on 'Rural Development: Some Themes and
Dimensions' was brought out.

Four issues of Nagarlok were brought out during the year, one of them was
special number, on 'Urban Land Management'.

The Institute brought out 14 other publications. Annexure III gives the
list of these publications.




LIBRARY

The Library services were availed of by 3138 persons comprising members of
I1IPA, members of Faculty and Staff of the Institute, participants of various
training programmes and research scholars from academic institutions. At the
close of the year, the Library had 1,45,309 volumes.

REGIONAL AND LOCAL BRANCHES

During the year, the local branches at Tiruchirapalli, Villupuram and
Budaun were established. With this, the number of regicnal and local branches
at the close of the year stood at 18 and 29 respectively.

A mention was made in the last Annual Report about the Regional Branches
organising Regional Conferences on the subject on which the Annual Members'
conference is held as a prelude to the National Conference. The Maharashtra,
Tamil Nadu, Rajasthan and Jammu and Kashmir Regional branches organised the
conferences on 'Anti-Poverty programme - Role of the Centre and the States'.

Some of the regional and local branches have been very active during the
period under report and enlarged their activities.

A meeting of the Chairmen and Office bearers of the Regional and Local
Branches was held on October 14, 1984, A number of suggestions were made with
regard to the working of the branches.

The meeting agreed on the necessity of raising enrolment by such branches
whose membership has fallen below the prescribed limit to avoid derecognition.
It was agreed that the branches may bring out translation of relevant literature
on Public Adminstration in regional languages.

REVIEW COMMITTIEE

The Review Committee of which mention was made in the last Annual Report
has completed its review of various activities of the Institute and its Report
has been submitted.

ENDOWMENT FUND

The Endowment Fund which was created for undertaking specific studies and
research activities and also towards publication of such studies, and institu-
ting an Annual Endowment Lecture on major theme relating to Public Administra-
tion from the interest accruing from the investment of this fund stood at
Rs.19,98,875.21 at the close of the year ending March 31, 1985.

A. ASSOCIATIONAL ACTIVITIES

A.1 THIRTTETH ANNUAL MEETING OF THE GENERAL RODY

The thirtieth Annual Meeting of the General Body was held on October 14,
1984. Shri S.B. Chavan, Union Minister of Home Affairs, and Chairman of the
1lrA, presided.

The meeting was attended by 160 members.

The house approved the proceedings of the Twenty-ninth Anmual Meeting of
the General Body held on October 9, 1983, and the Annual Report and the Annual
Statement of Accounts for the year 1983-84. M/s Thakur Vaidyanath Aiyar and
Co., Chartered Accountants, were reappointed as the Auditors for the year 1984~
&5,

Shri R. Venkataraman, Vice-President of India, was elected unanimously as
President of the Institute for the year 1984-85.

A special meeting of the General Body was held on October 14, 1984 (before
the Annual General Meeting of the General Body) to consider amendment to Rule
28(3) of the rules of the Institute proposing revision of annual subscription
payable by Corporate Members. The House approved the amendment to the rule
mentioned above. Under the provis{ons of the amended rule, the annual subscrip-
tion payable by Corporate Members will be: (1) Public Sector and Statutory
Corporations, Government Companies and Business Establishments: (a) with sub-
scribed capital of Rs. 50 lakhs and above - Rs. 2000 and (b) with subscribed
capital below Rs. 50 lakhs - Rs. 1000 (2) State Govermments/Union Territories -
a minimum of Rs. 1000 and (3) Others (Research Institutions, Government Depart-
ments, etc) Rs. 200.

The amended rule also provides for compounding the subscriptions liability
for twenty years by making a lump sum payment equal to ten times the amount of
annual subscription.

A4 TWENTY ‘EIGHTH ANNUAL CONFERENCE OF THE MEMBERS

The Twenty-eighth Annual Conference of the Members of the IIPA was held on
October 13, 1984, The theme of the Conference was 'Anti-Poverty Programme -
Role of the Centre and the States'. Prof. M.V. Mathur, Vice-President of the
Institute, presided.

The Conference was attended by 205 members. The theme paper of the Con-

ference was contributed by Prof. Xuldeep Mathur and 21 papers on the subject
were contributed by the members of the Institute.




A.5 ESSAY COMPETITION

The following four subjects were prescribed for the Essay Prize Competition
for 1984:

1. Resource Mobilisation for Seventh Plan - Problems and Prospects.
2. Public Utilities and Common Man.

3. Electoral Reforms in India.

4, Public Policies and Politicization of Instruments of Implementation.

In all, 17 essays were evaluated by the Committee of Judges comprising (1)
Shri R.K. Trivedi, Chief Election Commissioner (2) Shri T.N. Chaturvedi, Com-
ptroller and Auditor General of India (3) Prof. K. Seshadri of Jawsharlal Nebru
University and (4) Dr. P.R. Dubhashi, Director. .

On the basis of the evaluation made by the Judges, the prizes were awarded
to the pecrsons for, their essays mentioned below against each:

First Prize of Rs. 2,000

1. Dr. Meena Gupta, .eader in Economics, Daulat Ram College, University of
Delhi, Delhi, for her essay on 'Resource Mobilisation for 7th Plan -
Problems and Prospects’'.

A.6 REGIONAL AND LOCAL BRANCHES

During the year, the local branches at Tiruchirapalli, Villupuram and
Budaun were established. With this, the number of regional and local branches
at the close of the year stood at 18 and 29 respectively.

A meeting of the Chairmen and Honorary Secretaries of the Regional and
Local Branches was held on October 14, 1984. Dr. P.R. Dubhashi, Director,
presided over the meeting. The following regional/local branches were represen-
ted: Andhra Pradesh, Bihar, Jammu and Kashmir, Kerala, Maharashtra, Rajasthan,
Tamil Nadu, Uttar Pradesh, West Bengal, Budaun, Dindigul, Imphal, Jabalpur,
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Madurai, Patiala, Pune, Sangli, Sirohi, Trichi, Vellore, Villupurum and Waran-
gal.

The meeting discussed in detail the need for establishing linkages between
regional and local branches. The model bye-laws adopted in 1982 in this regard
provide for undertaking joint programmes by regional and local branches, and
that members of regional and local branches, are ipso facto members of local
branches. It was decided in the meeting that regional branches should communi-
cate to local branches' the seminars/conferences plammed by them, It also de-
cided that the proposal for setting up new local branches should be routed
through regional branch to IIPA headquarters.

Other points emerging from the meeting included: (i) Giving advance infor-
mation to Regional/Local Branches about visits by IIPA Faculty and other distin-
guished visitors, (ii) Display of IIPA publications by branches and display of
branch publications with IIPA publications, (iii) Holding of at-least one meet-
ing a month by branches, (iv) Approaching state governments by regional branches
for contributions to I1IPA Endowment Fund, (v) Discontinuance of sending IIPA
publications to such branches as are dormant or have lost membership below the
prescribed minimum limit, (vi) sending lists of new members to regional and
local branches, and (vii) Sending lists of office bearers (i.e., Chairmen and
Secretaries of regicnal and local branches) to all Branches.

Dr. Dubhashi apprised the office-bearers about availability of funds with
State academies and Directorates for bringing out translations of relevant
literature on Public Administration in regional languages by the branches.

The meeting also agreed on the necessity of raising enrolment by such
branches whose membership has fallen below the prescribed limit to avoid dere-
cognition. It also noted the suggestion of IIPA's Academic Committee regarding
undertaking of general educational courses in Public Administration by regio-
nal/local branches.

Financial assistance amounting to Rs.1,32,048.20 was paid to the regio-
nal/local branches during the year for carrying out their programmes/activities.
This amcunt also includes 50 per cent interest accruing on life membership
capital fund.

The activities pursued by the regional and Iocal branches during the year
as reported are given in Annexure V.

A.7 CONDOLENCES

DEMISE OF SMI. INDIRA GANDHI, PRIME MINISIER OF INDIA

The Executive Council of the Institute in its meeting held on January 25
1985, condoled the sad and sudden demise of Shrimati Indira Gandhi, Prime Minis-
ter of India, and placed on record its great sense of sorrow at her passing
away.

Her contribution to national integrity and progress, to the non-aligned
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movement and to the world peace will always be remembered. The IIPA had alsc
the privilege of having her as the Institute's President during 1970-72. Ber
passing away is a great and irreparable loss to the country, to the world and to
each one of us.

A meeting of the Faculty and Staff members of the Institute was also held
on November 2, 1984, to mourn the sad demise of Shrimati Indira Gandhi.

DEMISE OF SHRI Y.B. CHAVAN, FORMER PRESIDENT OF THE INSTITUTE..

The Executive Council, in its meeting, held on January 25, 1985, condoled
the sad demise of Shri Y.B. Chavan and placed on record its profound sense of
sorrow and grief at his passing away.

Shri Chavan held various portfolios in the Union Cabinet and was the Chair-
man of the Eighth Finance Commission. He distinguished himself as an able
tadministrator and a statesman.

Shri Chavan was asscciated with the Institute as its President during 1967-
70. In his death, the country has suffered a great loss.

A meeting of the Faculty and Staff members of the Institute was also held
on the 26th Ncvember, 1984 to mourn the sad demise of Shri Y. B. Chavan.

DEMISE OF SHRI ASOKA MEHTA, FORMER CHAIRMAN OF THE INSIITUTE.

The Executive Council in its meeting held on Jamuary 25, 1985 mourned the
sad demise of Shri Asoka Mehta who was Chairman of the Institute for eight years!
from 1964-1972,

Shri Asoka mehta always took keen interest in the Institute's activities
and his contribution to the Institute in various matters was invaluable.

Shri Mehta was a renowned economist. He held the high position of the
Deputy Chairman, Plamning Commission and the Union Minister for Petroleum and
Chemicals.

A meeting of the Faculty and Staff members was also held on December 11,
1984 to mourn the sad demise of Shri Asoka Mehta.

DEMLSE OF DR. J.D. SHUKLA

The Executive Council of the Institute in its meeting held on May 3, 1985
placed on record its deep sense of sorrow and grief on the sad and sudden demise
of Dr.J.D. Shukla, former Member of the Executive Council and Chairman, IIPA,
U.P. Regional Branch. Dr. Shukla was a co-opted member of the Executive Council
during 1977-78 and 1982-83 in his capacity as Chairman of the U.P. Regional
Branch.

Dr. Shukla always took keen interest in the Institute's activities. He was
the Chairman of the UP Regional Branch for nearly ten years and played a signi-
ficant role in promoting its activities.

A meeting of the Faculty and Staff was held on April 20, 1985 to mourn the
sad demise of Prof, M.J.K. Thavaraj.

The Institute also mourns the sad demise of Shri V.J. Desai, Shri Hansraj
Gupta, Shri P, Ramaswamy and Shri M.V. Subramanian.

B. ACADEMIC ACTIVITIES

B.1 TRAINING
B.1.1 TENTH ADVANCED PROFESSIONAL PROGRAMME IN PUBLIC ADMINISTRATION

The Advanced Professional Programme in Public Administration, tenth in the
series, began on July 2, 1984 and concluded on March 30, 1985.

Thirty participants from 15 different All India and Central Services parti-
cipated in the programme. The break-up of 30 officers is given below:

26 officers deputed by the Ministries/Departments of the Government of
India

4 officers deputed by the Governments of Karnataka (1), Kerala(l) and
Orissa (2).

The Programme was inaugurated by Dr. P.R. Dubhashi.

shri R. Venkataraman, Vice President of India and President of the Insti-
tute, delivered the Valedictory Address and distributed the diplomas to twenty-
nine successful participants.

Shri S.B. Chavan, Union Home Minister and Chairman, IIPA, presided over the
Concluding Session. Director Dr. P.R. Dubhashi spoke on the salient features of
the programme,

Since 1973, the Institute has been conducting the 38-week Programme in
Public Administration, known as the Advanced Professional Programme in Public
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Administration. The Programme sponsored by the Training Division of the Depart-
ment of Personmnel and Administrative Reforms, Ministry of Home Affairs, Govern-
ment of India, was intended to train middle and senior level officers of the
centre, states and union territories and public sector undertakings. It was
designed to promote effective administrative leadership., Its objectives were:

- to promote a critical understanding of the dynamics of interaction
between public administration and the social, political and economic
environment within which it functions and which it influences, and even
seeks to change;

-~ to evolve an integrated perspective of the different segments of Public
Administration and their underlying policies and practices;

- to enhance the responsiveness to people and develop interpersonal
skills;

- to familiarise with the modern tools and techniques to aid decision-
making in an increasingly complex environment; and

- to promote the administrative capabilities to formulate appropriate
solutions to current problems in the light of organisational needs,
environmental pressures and national commitments.

The contents of the programme divided into ten main streams each consisting
of a number of subjects and topics are given in Annexure-VI.

Lectures, discussions, case studies, participative instructions, exercises,
individual and group assignments and seminars were among the methods used in the
programme.

As part of the programme, the participants conducted studies in selected
villages in districts of Saharanpur (Uttar Pradesh), Kheda (Gujarat), Ranga
Reddy (Andhra Pradesh) and Puri (Orissa). The studies conducted in these
villages provided useful first hand knowledge of basic socio-economic conditions
of the backward communities (tribes/castes) to participants. The reports of the
village studies by the participants were discussed in a two-day seminar.

There was also a study tour for two weeks to three developing countries,
namely, Malaysia (Kuala Lumpur), Indonesia (Jakarta) and Singapore. The tour
was aimed at providing a comparative view of their economic and administrative
systems, as well as gaining some useful insights into some specific development
projects underway in these countries. The study tour reports prepared by the
participants were discussed in a seminar.,

Before proceeding abroad, His Excellancy Mr CHAN Keng Howe, High Commissio-
ner of Singapore, accompanied the First Secretary of the Singapore High Commi-
ssion, discussed aspects of public administration of Singapore with the partici-
pants of the Programme. A senior officer of the Malaysian High Commission also
addressed the participants.

A major part of the programme included the preparation of a well documented
dissertation on a topic relevant to some current administrative problem chosen
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by the participants in consultation with the Faculty. About 2.mont‘hs werf
exclusively devoted to the task of writing dissertation based on f}eld investi-
gation, theoretical knowledge, research methodology, survey of literature ang
the analytical skills acquired by the participants in the programme.

The performance of the participants was evaluated through a rigorous system
of examinations, term papers, book review seminar performance, evaluation of
dissertation, and vivayoce.

An intensive vivavoce examination was conducted in which Director Dr. P.R.
Dubhashi was assisted by Dr. J.N. Khosla, Former Director of IIPA, Prof. S.XK.
sharma of the Department of Public Administration, Panjab University, and the
concerned Faculty in the Institute. Some of the External examiners who had
evaluated the Dissertations were also present.

The titles of the dissertations submitted by the participants are given in
Annexure VII.

Out of the thirty officers who participated in the programme, twenty-nine
officers had successfully completed the Programme and were awarded diplomas.

Prof, Kl. Handa directed the Programme. Dr (Mrs) Shanta Kohli Chandra and
Shri N.C. Ganguli assisted him as Assistant Programme Directors.

Under the Regulations prepared by the Panjab University for the award of
Master of Philosophy in Social Sciences to the successful participants of the
Advanced Professional Programme in Public Administration, a Board of Control for
outlining the programme for the year 1984-85 was constituted by the Vice-Chance-
llor, Panjab University.

As contained in the regulations prepared by the Panjab University for the
award of Master of Philosophy in Social sciences to the successful participants
of the Advanced Professional Programme in Public Administration, the examination
for the M.Phil in Social Sciences at the IIPA was conducted by a Board of
Examiners appointed by the Institute during 1984-85.

B.1.2. OTHER TRAINING PROGRAMMES

During the year under review, the Institute organised 14 Management Orien-
tation Programmes and 5 Special Programmes sponsored by the Training Division,
Department of Persomnel and Administrative Reforms, Ministry of Home Affairs,
Government of India under Management Development Programme - I and 15 Fee-based
programmes and 7 programmes sponsored by other organisations under Management
Development Programme-II. The Centre for Urban Studies organised 9 programmes. ‘

The Programmes sponsored by the DPandAR were meant for:

(a) Officers of All India Services (IAS, IPS, Indian Forest Service) with
at least six years of service;

(b) Group 'A' (Class-I) Officers of Central/State Governments with at least
six years of service in the Group;

(c) Officers of Group 'B' (Class II) Gazetted Service of Central Government
and Officers of State Civil/Police/Technical Services with at least ten
years of service.

In some of these programmes, officers of middle management level employed
in central/state owned public Sector undertakings were alsoO «diLiTTed.

The Management Development Programmes (fee-based programiuies) are organiscea
by the Institute on its own. The sponsored programmes d.e¢ conducfed by Cie
Institute either at Delhi or outside Delhi at the request of the orgauisatius.

CENTRE FOR URBAN STUDIES

The Centre for Urban Studies organised during the year nine short-term
training programmes for senior-.officers from municipal corporations, municipali-
ties and urban development authorities on subjects such as Management of Munici-
pal Personnel, Housing the Urban Poor, Urban Water Supply Management, Voluntary
Organisation and Urban Development, Management of Integrated Development of
Small and Medium Towns, Municipal Budgeting and Financial Control, Financing of
the Integrated Development of Small and Medium Towns, Management of Urban Tran-
sport and Solid Wastes Management and Environmental Cleanliness. 98 partici-
pants attended these programmes. Besides these, the centre also conducteq 2 fee-
based programmes on Urban Project Appraisal and Valuation and Assessment of
Property Taxes which were attended by 38 participants. In addition, the centre
also conductéd a National Seminar on Financing Urban Development in India.
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Two research studies on 'Financing of Urban Development in Delhi-2001 A.D.'
and 'IDSMT Programme Implementation - Its Evaluation and Impact Analysis' under-
taken by the centre were completed.

Besides, the research studies on 'Resettlement Colonies in Delhi - A Socio-
Economic Survey', 'Squatter's Challenge at Faridabad - An Analysis of Resources
of Local Administration' and ' The Role of Voluntary Agencies in Urban
Development and their Training Needs' undertaken by the centre are at various
stages of completion,

The centre continued to publish an urban affairs Quarterly Journal Nagar-
lok. During the year under report, one special number on Urban Land Management
was brought out.

CENTIRE FOR RURAL DEVELOPMENT ADMINISTRATION

‘Ine Centre for Rural Development Administration conducts research, consul-
tancy, training programmes and discussions in the area of policy, planning and
implementation of rural development programmes.

Five training programmes and 6 research studies were conducted during the
year in the field of rural development. As many as 9 research stidies taken up
by the centre are in progress, These include 'Organisational Requirements of
Village and Small Scale Industries', 'Bench Mark Study of Socio-Economic Condi-
tions and Growth Potential, Drought Districts of West Bengal, Haryana and Jammu
and Kashmir', 'Management of Integrated Rural Development', 'Systems Evaluation
of Milch Cattle Insurance' 'Analysis of Credit Linkages in IRDP', 'Reservations
for the Scheduled Castes - A Study conducted in Andhra Pradesh', 'Implementation
Processes in National Rural Employment Programme', 'Rural Violence' and 'Market-
ing Services under IRDP'.

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B.4 SEMINARS AND CONFERENCES
During the year, the Institute organised the following Seminars:

REGIONAL SEMINAR ON INSTITUTIONAL FINANCE FOR RURAL DEVELOPMENT (NORTHERN

REGION)
{april 27-28, 1984)

The focus of the Seminar was on the role of institutional finance in the
implementation of major development programmes of Government, particularly the
Integrated Rural Development Programme (IRDP). The principal objectives of the
seminar were:

1. explaining the conceptual and operational aspects of IRDP;

2. facilitating interaction between field level functionaries concerned
with rural development from the government and credit institutions.

3. receiving feedback from the participants regarding practical difficul-
ties in the smooth flow of institutional finance for rural develop-
ment;

4, arriving at consensus and recommending solutions and policy changes.

The two-day regional seminar sponsored by the Ministry of Rural Development
was organized by the Indian Institute of Public Administration, New Delhi from
April 27 to 28, 1984. Director Dr. P.R. Dubhashi while inaugurating the seminar
had put the problem of rural development, particularly that of helping those
below the poverty line, in proper perspective and called for a continuous dialo-
gue between the various officials implementing the programmes on the one hand
and the people on the other. Emphasis has also been placed on the need for a
decentralised approach to the planning and implementation of rural development
programmes and continuous feedback from the field to policy levels of adminis-
tration.

The Valedictory Address was delivered by Shri M. Subramanian, Secretary,
“indstry of Civil Supplies, Government of India. He emphasised the need for a
greatey sense of commitment to the objective of the IRDP, so that its impact
could be felt by the intended target group.

The seminar was attended by thirtysix participants from the States of
Panjab, Rajasthan, Uttar Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh, Himachal Pradesh, Jammu and
Kashmir and Sikkim. The composition of the group was, eleven participants each
from Government Departments and Commercial banks, eight from regional rural
banks, two each from Cooperative Institutions and Reserve Bank of India, one
each from National Bank for Agriculture and Rural Development (NBARD) and Natio-
nal Institute for Bank Management.

A number of papers, dealing with various aspects of rural development but
focusing on aspects of credit and coordination arrangements between the project
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plamning and implementation agencies and financial institutions were circulated
to participants which formed the background material. Four papers reviewed the
flow of institutional credit to agriculture, allied activities, industries,
service and business component of IRDP and coordination arrangements under the
programme, The issues raised in the papers formed the basis for discussions in
the working groups on (1) Review on credit for agriculture, (2) Review on credit
for activities allied to agriculture; (3) Review on credit for industry service
and business; and (4) Problems of coordination, general policy issues regarding
credit for IRDP.

Prof. A.P. Barnabas and Smt. M. Lakshmiswaramma were the Seminar Coordina-
tors,

NATIONAL SEMINAR ON FINANCING URBAN DEVELOPMENT IN INDIA
(February 4-5, 1985)

A two-day National Seminar on Financing Urban Development in India was
organised by the Centre for Urban Studies on February 4-5, 1985. The object of
the Seminar was to promote a national level debate on the subject on the eve of
lawmching of the Seventh Five Year Plan and to help the identification of issues
in their proper perspective and reforms measures required thereof. The dis-
cussions at the seminar had three broad foci: (1) dovetailing the urban develop-
ment plans and the financial requirements thereof in the national plan framework
so that the flow of funds are consistent with the critical importance of the
sector and also to ensure a rational distribution of financial responsibilities
among the central, state, local level public agencies engaged in the task; (ii)
Inter and intra agency financial coordination for avoiding duplication of
efforts and for ensuring efficient take off of operational financing from the
capital execution phase; and (iii) strengthening the finances and their manage-
ment at the local bodies level for promotion of local autonomy and accountabi-
lity in the development efforts.

The Seminar had participation from the Central Government Ministry of Works
and Housing, Planning Commission, State Departments of urban development and
municipal administration, major municipal corporations, city development autho-~
rities and academics specialising in the area. The number of participants was
forty-nine. In all fifteen papers were presented and discussed on the above
various sub themes,

The Seminar was inaugurated by Shri Abdul Ghafoor, Union Minister for Works
and Housing. Dr. Raja J. Chelliah, Member, Planning Commission, gave the Vale-
dictory Address. The technical sessions were presided over by Shri Ramesh
Chandra, Secretary, Ministry of Works and Housing, Shri Virendra Prakash, Chief
Secretary, Delhi Administration and Dr. S.X. Sharma, Chairman and Managing
Director, HUDCO.

Dr. K.S.R.N. Sarma and Shri G. Jha were the Seminar Coordinators.
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SEMINAR ON ADMINISTRATIVE REFORMS IN INDIA
(March 28, 1985)

The Institute has always been taking a keen interest in issues and problems
and strategies of administrative modernisation. It recognises that the present
time is an opportune one to discuss the subject of administrative reforms and
accordingly organised a Seminar on this Theme on March 28, 1985. The Seminar was
attended by the APPPA Alumini, faculty in the Institute and specially invited
individuals. .

Director Dr. P.R. Dubhashi delivered the inaugural address and welcomed
the participants. The Seminar discussed the Challenges, Macro-Level Reforms,
Reforms in the Secretariat, Reform in the Field, Reforms in Public Services and
Reforms in Administrative-Society Relationship. In the general discussion fol-
lowed, Mr. Justice H.R. Khamna participated. About 58 participants attended the
Seminar.,

Prof. S.R.Maheshwari was the seminar coordinator.

The Institute brought out four issues during 1984 (Volume XXX) which, taken
together, ran into 1282 pages of these, one was on 'Planning Systems' and the
other on 'Rural Development: Some Themes and Dimensions'.

Shri T.N. Chaturvedi continued to be the Editor of the IJPA and Shri M.K.
Gaur as its Assistant Editor.

In all, the four issues contained 85 articles, 27 book reviews, 5 docu-
ments, 1 note and the annual bibliographies. Among the gontributors, 24 were
administrators, 63 academics including 22 from abroad.

NAGARLOK

Four issues of Nagarlok were brough out during the year. One of them
(October-December, 1984) was special number on "Urban Land Management". The
four issues contained 24 articles and 6 book reviews, Among the contributors,
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28 were academics and 3 administrators. The four issues together ran into 404
pages with an average page per issue of 101.

DOCUMENTATION IN PUBLIC ADMINISTRATION

Four issues of Documentation in Public Administration were published under
the joint auspices of the Institute and the Indian Council of Social Science
Research.

Shri T.N. Chaturvedi continued to be the Editor and Shri Mohinder Singh,
the Librarian of the Institute remained Assistant Editor for two issues upto
June, 1984 and for the rest of the two issues Shri K.P. Phatak, Dy. Librarian
was the Assistant Editor.

IIPA NEWSLEITER

Twelve issues of the Monthly Newsletter, covering all important areas of
Public administration of India and abroad were brought out during the year. Shri
T.N. Chaturvedi continued to be the Editor and Shri M.K. Gaur assisted him in
bringing out the Newsletter.

B.5.2 OTHER PUBLICATIONS

Seventeen publications including three Re-printed were brought out covering
the wide spectrum of pulic administration. They included results of research,
reports of seminars, monographs, case studies as well as collections of articles
on various themes published in the past issues of IJPA. The list of publica-
tions is at Amnexure III.

B.6 LIBRARY AND REFERENCE SERVICES

During the year, the Library acquired 2812 volumes. On March 31, 1985, the
Library had 1,45,309 volumes of books, public documents, bound periodicals, etc.
The number of periodicals on the current list at the close of the year stood at
490 (including 37 for CUS). Thirteen newspapers were made available in the
Library during the year.

For the Centre for Urban Studies, the Library added 112 volumes during the
year. The number of volumes of the Centre, at the close of the year, stood at
8,735. The Centre's Library received 37 periodicals.
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Library facilities were availed of by 3138 persons including members of
1IPA, mcrbers of the Faculty and Staff of the Institute, participants of various
courses conducted by the Institute, and the research scholars from academic
institutions. During the year, 1‘0,820 volumes were loaned ouc. On inter-
Library-loan transactions, 438 volumes were loaned out and 89 books were bor-
rowed.

The Library has a separate collection on rural development and allied
areas.

The Library continued the clippings of relevant articles and other items
from the newspapers being received in the Library. The clippings are arranged
subject-wise, equipped with an author index, and are maintained in bound
volumes.

During the year, 31 bibliographies and reading lists were compiled for the
use of the faculty and members of the Institute.

The Library continued to issue the 'Monthly List of Additions’, a weekly
current awareness service and 'Documentation in Public Administration’. Four
quarterly issues of the Documentation in Public Administration were compiled.

The depository collection on economic development in the developing coun-
tries placed in the Library by the Economic Development Institute of the Inter-
national Bank for Reconstruction and Development continued to be used for refe-
rence purposes.

During the year under report the Department of Persomnel and Administrative
Reforms, Ministry of Home Affairs, Government of India sanctioned a maintenance
grant of Rs.48.40 lakhs which included a grant of Rs. 3.29 lakhs for expenditure
incurred during 1983-84 (as against the Rs.37.53 lakhs in the previous year).

Grants amounting to Rs.8.30 lakhs were received from the Department of Persommel
and Administrative Reforms, Ministry of Home Affairs for the conduct of the
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training programmes as under:

Various sponsoring departments placed at the disposal of the Institute a
sum of Rs. 5.87 lakhs for meeting expenditure on the field study and study tour
abroad by the participants of the Advanced Professional Programme in Public
Administration. Grants from sponsoring agencies for research studies, seminars
and conferences amounted to Rs. 15.70 lakhs.

Course fees from various training programmes, other than those mentioned
above amounted to Rs. 10.81 lakhs (Rs.4.07 lakhs in respect of the programmes
sponsored by other agencies and Rs.6.74 lakhs from those sponsored by the Insti-
tute). The receipts from membership subscription, consultancy assignments, sale
of publications, rents etc. were of the order of Rs.21.82 lakhs.
