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FROM THE DIRECTOR

The year under report has been an eventful one with some changes in the administrative
structure and a reduction in our cumulative deficit from Rs.111.11 lakh to Rs.52.49 lakh. We
do, however, anticipate a further downturn and aggravated financial position if we implement
the recommendations of the Pay Commission this year.

There have, however, been a number of positive developments. The Government of India
have been very supportive and, as a first step towards funding our Strategic Plan and Detailed

Project Report, they have sanctioned Rs.10 crore in the current Plan, which may be increased
if the project is properly implemented.

The other positive factor is an increase in the demand for programmes, both within the
country and abroad.

As the Report mentions, we have had a number of overseas visitors. Besides, the IIPA
have conducted quite a few training programmes for officials from the Government of Nepal,
financed by the Ministry of External Affairs. The Department of Information Technology
provided us with funds for the national E-Governance Centre and our experts are in place.
Steps have been taken to £ill the vacant posts in our Institute where funds are available, and
our current strength is now168 against the figure of 149 on 1.4.2007. 1 joined IIPA on the gt
July and all of us are most grateful to Professor S.P. Verma for heading the Institute since the
retirement of Dr. P. L. Sanjeev Reddy in March 2007. '

We in the IIPA are grateful to the Department of Personnel and Training for all their
support, and the other Ministries, Departments and all our other customers for the faith
reposed in us, in organizing training, research and consultancy activities, We seek to project
ourselves as a professional, cost-effective and quality conscious service provider and expand
our activities in the years to come.

The Indian Journal of Public Administration
continues to enjoy wide readership and acclaim
both in India and abroad.

Liberalisation and Globalisation.

The Library

The Institute’s Library is a resource centre
for planners, policy-makers, members of IIPA,
legislators, executives, researchers, academics,
trainers and trainees, with the present
collection of 2,06,324 volumes. It receives 350
current periodicals including 20 newspapers.
The computerised data base of the library has
81,969 bibliographical records relating to books
and 78,432 to periodical articles. Besides, it has
internet connectivity and is linked to
DELNET. It is also a Depository for the World
Bank’s publications and has access to more
than 62 electronic journals. In addition to the
Institute’s Faculty, IIPA members, participants
of various training programmes including the
Advanced Professional Programme in Public
Administration and 1139 bonafide researchers
made use of the library resources under a fee-
based consultation programnme. The Library
continued to provide photocopies and subject

bibliographies to the users. It is an active
" member of the Developing Library Network
(DELNET) and has been making considerable
use of the Network’s facilities for inter-library
lending, compilation of bibliographies and
literature survey. The World Bank has also set
up a fully equipped information kiosk in the
Institute’s Library to facilitate online access to
the knowledge portals of the World Bank and
its associate Institutions.

Infrastructural Improvements

The Institute has its own hostel complex
located in the campus which provides board
and lodging facilities to participants from

Institutions, and Government/Departments etc.

APPPA, its outstation members and guests,
bonafide research * scholars, Educational

The Hostel has in all 67 rooms (22 Air.
conditioned & 45 Air-cooled as on 31 March
2008). The AC rooms have an attached toilet
with facility of telephone, cable TV and heat
convectors.  The non-A.C. rooms also have
attached toilet with the provision of cable T.V.,
a desert cooler in summer and a room heater in
winter. '

Further 15 non-AC rooms are being
converted into AC rooms. Apart from this six
more A.C. rooms with an improved furnishing,
are being created in the first floor of the hostel,

The Institute’s Finances

During the year 2007-08, the Institute’s
income was Rs 6.52 crore, as against
expenditure of Rs 5.93 crore, vielding a surplus
of Rs 59 lakh. The Institute, however spent Rs
64 lakh from its Infrastructure Fund on minor
capital works and thus there was an overall
deficit of about Rs 5 lakh. The Institute
received maintenance Grant of Rs 1.58 crore
from Government of India. During the last few
years Government has been gradually tapering
Maintenance Grant { which was of the order of
Rs 3.15 crore during 2000-01), putting severe
strain on Institute’s finances, as it has no
money for upgrading its existing infrastructure.
The Institute’s pay and allowances bill alone is
of the order of Rs 3 crore annually and
Administrative and Campus maintenance
expenditure is Rs 1.81 crore. The Institute is
trying its best to raise revenue from its
academic activities. The Institute generated a
revenue of Rs 1.88 crore ( Rs 1.54 crore
previous year) from Training programmes and
Rs 92 lakh ( Rs 75 lakh in previous year) from
Consultancy and Project assignments.

The Institute received a Plan grant of Rs 50
lakh from Government of India for upgrading
training halls and hostel facilities. Some of the
major programmes for which Grant was
received from the Government were: APPPA
Programme (Rs. 72 l.kh), Centre for Urban
Studies (Rs. 93 lakh), and Centre on e-
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governance (Rs 2.05 crore). Government has
peen reimbursing cost of the specific
programmes on the basis of direct cost only. As
the Institute incurs considerable indirect cost
on running these programmes there is need for
reimbursing full cost of these programmes to
the Institute.

Annual General Body Meeting

The fifty-third Annual General Body Meeting
of IIPA members was held on October 27 at
NPA Auditorium. Shri T.N. Chaturvedi,
Chairman of IIPA, presided. Director of IIPA
gave the welcome address. In his address, Shri
Chaturvedi observed that the challenge before
us is to adopt the right approaches and
formulate the policies and strategies that would
enable us to set and achieve our goals. He
stated that, for a society like ours, when it
comes face to face with the new paradigm of
globalisation, liberalisation and privatisation
juxtaposed against the need for social inclusion,
community empowerment, partnerships with
civil society groups and local governments,
certain choices have to be made. He emphasised
that, for a responsive administration to provide
effective, efficient and good governance will
remain a distant dream unless it has a
motivated, trained and developed work force in
the form of public servants. He stressed the
need for an appropriate HRD approach at all
levels with an in-built system of training, career
development, job enrichment and employee
- participation to improve the quality of work

and, in the process, attain quality governance.
Shri Chaturvedi explained that improved

‘governance in the form of non-expropriation,

contract enforcement, and diminution in
bureaucratic delays and corruption affects GDP
growth rate significantly.

Mentioning the importance and relevance of
institutions like the IIPA, he observed that the
culture of training institutions has to be such
where participants imbibe, consciously and
unconsciously, the principles and methods of
good governance. He hoped that ITPA will help
create the right ambience for optimising
benefits of a globalising world.
