TENTH ANNUAL REPORT
1963-64

This Report covers the activities of the Institute during the
year April 1963—March, 1964. Tt also contains the audited
statement of accounts and the annual balance sheet for the same
period.

During the year under report, the Institute suffered an
irreparable loss in the passing away, on February 13, 1964, of
Shri V. T. Krishnamachari, the chairman of its Executive Coun-
cil since its inception. Shri Krishnamachari occupied a promi-
nent position in the political and social life of the country. He
was the Vice-President of the Constituent Assembly of India,
and first as a member of the Planning Commission (1950-53),
and lateras its Deputy Chairman (1953-60), he made a significant
contribution to the making and implementation of India’s first
three Five Year Plans. He presided over the Institute’s affairs
for 10 years and helped in its development to a national insti-
tution, with his wise counsel and guidance.

The year under report also witnessed significant changes in
the Institute’s management. Prof. V. K. N. Menon, who had
steered the activities of the Institute from August 1, 1956 as its
Director, and of the School as its Principal, retired from these
posts on January 25, 1964. He was the first full-time Director
of the Institute and guided its affairs in its formative period
for seven and a half years. During this period, the Institute’s
membership increased from about 700 at the close of 1956 to
over 2,000 at the time of Prof. Menon’s retirement. The num-
ber of local and regional branches increased by 7 and 9 respec-
tively. It was during Prof. Menon’s tenure of office that the
Indian School of Public administration was established, and he
nursed it to its present position, He developed the programme
of short-term courses, the impact of which is being felt increas-
ingly in the Government circles, and helped create conscious-
ness of the importance of the study of public administration
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among the administrators, political leaders and university cir-
cles. To commemorate the work and accomplishments of Prof.
Menon, his students, colleagues and admirers brought out
in January, 1964, a 450-page volume entitled ‘‘Aspects of
Administration”. It has been edited by Prof. A. Avasthi of the
Indian School of Public Administration and Prof. S. N. Varma,
Head of Department of African Studies, University of Delhi.
The Institute owes its present position, in a large measure, to
Prof. Menon’s wise stewardship.

Dr. J. N. Khosla, lately of the Indian Foreign Service, took
over as Director of the Institute and Principal of the School
from January 25, 1964.

DuTing the year there was also a change in the office of the
Deputy Director. Shri M. S. Ramayyar who had joined the
Institute as its Deputy Director on January 2, 1959, retired.
Shri H. F. B. Pais, formerly Deputy Secretary, Ministry of
Finance and Associate Secretary of the Central Pay Commis-
sion (1957-1959), took over from Shri Ramayyar on Septem-
ber 11, 1963.

ORGANIZATIONAL MATTERS
THE EXECUTIVE COUNCIL

The Executive Council, at its Fifty-fourth Meeting held on
the 31st August, 1963, re-elected Shri V. T. Krishnamachari as
its Chairman for the year 1963-€4, and reco-opted Shri L. K.

A Special Tssue (July-September, - 1963, Vol. IX, No. 3)
of the Journal on “Administrative Reforms Since Indepen-
dence” was brought out on the occasion of the Annual Meeting
of the General Body of the Institute held on August 30, 1963,
It was followed by a Supplement to the Special Issue, covering
topics which were not included in the Special Number. .

The titie cover page of the Journal has been designed from
the January-March, 1964 issue (Vol. X, No. 1).

The Editorial Board of the IJPA was expanded, as recom-
mended by the Five-Year Plan Committee of the Insti-
tute, to include Shri D. L. Mazumdar, Secretary to the
Government of India, Company Law Department, Prof.
K. N. V. Sastri, retired Professor of History, Mysore University,
and the new Director; its membership is shown in Appendix IV.
Shri L. P. Singh continues to be the Editor.

Studies in Political and Social Forecasting in India

Following the participation by Prof. V. K. N. Menon, the
Director of the Institute, and Shri L. P. Singh, the Editor of
the Indian Journal of Public Administration, in a. Seminar con-
vened by the Council for the Future on “Studies in Conjecture”
in Paris in July 1963, the Indian Council for the Future 'was
formed in October 1963, to develop and operate a programme
of studies on future social and political developments in India.
The objectives of the Indian Council for the Future are:
(1) building up a body of knowledge, through a systematic
effort, based on reasoned forecasts, about the future political,
social and economic developments in' India; (2) developing
conceptual framework of the theory of change - and its varied
implications in the context of the Indian situation; and (3)
publishing from time to time monographs on social, economic
and political trends.

The Society for Economic, Industrial and Social Studies &
Documentation (SEIDES) in Paris, and the Swiss Foundation
for the Study of International Relations (FERIS), Geneva,
have agreed to finance the pubhcatmn of the monographs, The
Committee on Futuribles in Paris made a grant of $1,500



for preliminary work during the period August-December
1963, and of §7,000 for 1964.

The studies undertaken by the Council would be in the
nature of projections and forecasts based on an analysis of the
trends, etc., in selected fields and would set their sight around
1975, the last year of the fifth Five Vear Plan. They will be
published as supplements to the Indian Journal of Public
Administration, and will be entitled “Perspectives— Studies in
Social and Political Forecasting”. Shri L. P. Singh, the Editor
of the Journal, will edit these studies, the first issue of which
will come out at the end of 1964 or beginning of 1965. The
constitution of the Council and the names of monograph
writers along with their subjects are shown in Appendix V.

With some financial support from the U.S.AID, and the
expert assistance of Dr. S. J. Eldersveld, Professor of Political
Science, University of Michigan, the Institute has undertaken
an empirical study, based on survey research techniques, of the
e . mutual attitudes of the citizen and administrators in five areas,
’ namely, community development (rural and urban), health,
police, posts and telegraphs and public bus transport. The
study is confined to Union Territory of Delhi. The field work
| has been completed and the data is being processed. Prof.
i V. Jagannadham and Dr. A. P. Barnabas of the Indian School

1 of Public Administration are in charge of the study on behalf
of the Institute.

The Committee of Direction for Research at its meeting
held on December 14, 1963, approved in principle (1) a pro-
posal to establish on a permanent basis a Survey Research
Unit in the Institute and (2) a proposal for a new project sug-
gested by the Ford Foundation on “The Impact on Industrial
- Structure of Economic Policies and their Administration in
India”, The Committee further approved of Dr. V. Jagan-
nadham’s proposal to undertake a study, extending over six
months, of quantitative measurement in selected fields of
Social Service Programmes in India.

The Committee considered the following subjects as worthy
of study by those who register for Ph.D. through the Insti-
tute : (1) An Analysis of the Supreme Court Decisions on Cen-
tre-State Relations and (2) An Analysis of Central Legislation,
Union Parliament Debates, Discussions, Questions, Resolutions,
etc., on Centre-State Relations.

Projects financed by the Ford Foundation
Further progress was made during the year in the five
research study projects aided by the Ford Foundation Supple-
mentary Grant. :
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1. Basic Research on the Panchayati Raj—Community Develop-
ment Programme (A five-year project)

The object of the project is to assess the effectiveness of
the orgamsatxon and functioning of Panchayati Raj institutions
in promoting the local efforts for planning and implementa-
tion of development programmes within their jurisdiction, and
for social, economic and political growth, which broadly speak-
ing are the goals of community development programme.

The first preparatory phase of the project, which is direc-
ted by Dr. R. D Singh, was completed by the end of 1963. It
comprised defining the objectives and scope of the study,
determining the research methodology to be used and scrutiny
of the existing documentation. The second phase, which
began in January 1964, covers a detailed analysis of Pan-
chayati Raj laws and regulations, selection of districts for field
studies, collection of data on economic and social background
and on decision-making processes and specific problems and
issues, and construction and administration of a set of
questionnaires. Fuller details of the progress made so far and
of the future plan of work will be found in Appendix VII.

The project is being carried out in close collaboration with
the Government of India. The Director of the Institute is a
member of the Consultative Council on Panchayati Raj and
some other committees set up by the Ministry of Commumty
Development and Co-operation.

2. Depth Study of India’s experience in Development Plannmg
(A three-year project)

This is a three-year project. It was originally thought that
the project would be undertaken as a co-operative research
programme between the Institute and the Syracuse University.
The idea of such collaboration had later ‘to be given up for
various reasons. It was only in November, 1963 that it was
possible to start preliminary work on the project with
Dr. H. K. Paranjape, Professor of Economic Policy and Admi-
nistration in the Indian School of Public Administration, as its
Director. The project is being carried out in close collaboration
with the Planning Commission, and with the advice of a com-
mittee consisting of Shri Asoka Mehta, Shri Tarlok Singh,

ShriT. P. Singh, Dr. 1. G.Patel, Dr. M. C. Grossman and Shri
Pitamber Pant.
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The study aims at depth analysis of the planning organiza-
tion and process in India, both at the Centre and in States.
The focus of the study will be mainly on the processes and
problems of plan formulation, though some attention will
also be given to plan implementation. The first phase of the
project consists of a study of the organization and functioning
of the Planning Commission. As a part of this study, a mono-
graph entitled “Planning Commission : A Descriptive Account™
has been prepared by Dr. Paranjape and it is under print.
This first phase of the study is expected to be over by, Decem-
ber, 1964.

3. Depth Study of the administration of technical assistance
programme in India

This is a two-year project. A preliminary project
report entitled “Technical Assistance & National Development
Plans, India” was prepared in 1962 by Shri R. X. Basu, Areca
Personnel Officer (Europe, Middle Eastand Africa), United
Nations Headquarters, whose services were secured when he
was on leave in India in consulation with the Ford Founda-
tion. The study was continued by Dr. D. N. Rao whose services
were borrowed from the U.S. Educational Foundation in 1963
but he had to revert to his parent office in February 1964. The
entire question whether this project should be continued or
not is under examination, and the decision will partly depend
on the availability of the second instalment of the Supplemen-
tary Ford Foundation’s grant.

4. Selective Studies in the Administrative History of India

These studies will contain a historical account of the major
administrative development stretching over nearly a century
of British rule in India (1834-1947). It will be a work of re-
search based on original source materials, including manuseripts
and printed documents.  The work is expected to trace the
development of the Indian administrative system in the con-
text of the nature of political institutions, the functional ex-
pansion of the State activity, advance of industrialization and
urbanization, spread of education and western cultural values,
rise of new classes, ete. It will. in addition, throw light on
the impact of politics on administration, the attitude of the
superior services towards new social and political forces and
the interaction between different units and levels of adminis-
tration,

The studies have been divided into two parts : (1) general
administration; and (2) administration of special departments,
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and are being prepared by Dr. B. B. Misra. The Ford Foun-
dation Supplementary grant makes financial provision for the
initial two years of the project only. The necessary archival
material for more than half of part one of the studies has been
collected. ‘The first part of the studies will be completed by
March 1966. Further details about the project will be found
in Appendix VIIL.

5. A Case Study Programme of Significant Administrative
Decisions (A three-yvear project)

The programme was initially commenced in April, 1961.
The first phase of the Institute’s case programme ended in
March 1964. As mentioned in the last report, two case volumes
containing six cases in all were published in 1962-63. A third
volume comprising a case study on ‘“The Abolition of the
Labour Appellate Tribunal by Shri B. S. Narula was published
during the year under report. Four more cases will be brought
out during 1964.

These would be :

1. “The Decision to set up Pilot Section asa Basic Work
Unit of the Central Secretariat—1956 by Shri H. C.
Arora;

2. “The Abolition of the Posts of Divisional Commissioners
in the old Central Provinces and Berar in 1948, and
their Recreation in the new Madhya Pradesh in 1956”
by Dr. A. Avasthi;

3. “Decision to introduce Farm Forestry” by Shri C. A. R.
Bhadran ; and

4. “The Establishment of the Central Secretariat Services”
by Dr. Jitendra Singh.

Itis now planned to extend the case programme to the
States and to give it a more definite focus. The main focus of
the future cases would be on decisions connected with develop-
ment programmes, especially in five selected areas, namely,
administrative re-organization, inter-governmental relations,

- agricultural production, industrial development and inter-
national co-operation for development.

Dr. Jitendra Singh took over as the Secretary of the Com-
mittee on Case Studies in August, 1963. Shri 8. 8. Khera
resigned from the chairmanship of the Committee on March 5,
1964. He was mainly responsible for initiating this programme
and directing it for'the first three years. The Committee on
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Case Studies unanimously clected Shri D. S. Joshi, Secretary
to the Government of India, Ministry of Commerce, as its
new Chairman, and also co-opted Shri Ajit Mazoomdar as a
member. The composition of the Committee on Case Studies
is shown in Appendix VIIL

With the expert assistance of Prof. Edwin A. Bock, Presi-
dent, U.S. Inter-University Case Programme, Seminar on Case
Studies was held on March 8, 1964, to evaluate the progress of
the Institute’s Case Study programme and to discuss measures
to further develop it. Representatives from the Government
of India and academic institutions participated in the Seminar.

Projects aided by Asia Foundation

1. Guide to Sources of Modern Indian History

The Guide will cover a survey and systematic description of
all significant archival and manuscript collection pertaining to
modern Indian history (1750-1947).

The project was started in August 1963, with a grant from
the Asia Foundation and during the year under review,a
survey has been made of the major collections of archives and
manuscripts available in the States of the Punjab, Uttar
Pradesh, Maharashtra and Gujarat and the Union Territory of
Delhi.  Among the repositories, the contents of which have
been examined and listed, are the State Archives, the Records
Sections of the State Secretariats, and Divisional Commis-
sioners’ offices. The information collected from these varied
sources has been systematically classified. Preliminary work
was also undertaken during the year to survey of the archival
resources of the States of Rajasthan and Andhra Pradesh.
The project is being directed by Shri V. C. Joshi, whose ser-
vices have been loaned from the National Archives, Govern-
ment of India.

2. Evolution of the Constitution of India

The scheme of the project is to bring out one narrative
volume and four volumes of documents. The narrative volume
to be entitled “Constitution of India—A Study in Evolution”
will explain the background to the various provisions of the
Constitution and their evolution through the different stages in
committees and in the Constituent Assembly. Of the volumes
of documents, the first will deal with the early nationalist
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attempts at Constitution-making (1880-1939), official acceptance
of the demand and setting up of the Counstituent Assembly
(1940-47), the opening and summoning of the Constituent
Assembly, administrative arrangements, rules of procedure, etc.
The second volume, to be entitled “Settling the Principles of
the Constitution™, will contain important reports, minutes and
proceedings of various committees, as also the texts of the large
number of notes and memoranda submitted to these com-
mittees. The third volume which will concern the actual fram-
ing of the Constitution will include the various drafts of the
Constitution, minutes of the Drafting Committee and Special
Committee meetings and of the Provincial Conference. The
fourth volume will deal with the final stages of Constitution-
making and its adoption. It will contain comments and sug-
gestions received from various provincial governments, legis-
latures, central ministries, departments and the public, etc., and
the texts of the Draft Constitution as revised by the Drafting
Committee, and the Constitution as finally adopted.

Initial grant from the Asia Foundation amounted to
Rs. 62,000. Another grant of Rs. 30,000 is expected from
April, 1964. The Government of India has agreed in principle
to sanction a grant of Rs 1,00,000 which will supplement the
assistance of the Asia Foundation to bring out these monu-
mental volumes.

Research by Regional Branches

On behalf of the Andhra Pradesh Regional Branch, Shri
M. R. Pai, I.A.S., and Shri G. Rama Reddy, Reader of Osmania
University, have taken up a study on the *‘Relationship between
Heads of Departments and the Secretariat™,

The Gujarat Regional Branch has undertaken a monograph
on the administrative set-up and organization of the State
Government on the lines of the monograph concerning the
Organization of the Government of India published by the
Institute. A sum of Rs. 2,000 has been sanctioned by the
Branch for the purpose. !

The work on the monograph on “Organization of Govern-
ment of Maharashtra” has been completed, as also a mono-
graph on “‘Government Co-operative Sugar Factories” under-
taken by Dr. N. R. Imam, Lecturer, University of Poona, on
behalf of the Maharashtra regional branch.
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The Punjab Regional Branch has completed a study of the
“Administration of Chandigarh Capital” under the guidance of
Shri Sri Ram Sharma, retired Principal of D.A.V. College,
Chandigarh. The report is under print.

The Vallabh Vidyanagar Local Branch proposes to take up
two research studies, namely, (1) Panchayat Administration—
A study of a group of Panchayats in Kaira District” ; and (2)
“Administrative Hurdles in Running Small Scale Industries”.

Research Staff of the Institute

Dr. D. N. Rao was with the Institute from August 1, 1963
to February 20, 1964, as Assistant Chief Research Officer in the
vacancy of Dr. Parmanand Prasad who is on deputation with
the Hindustan Steel Ltd. Dr. Rao has since rejoined the United
States Educational Foundation, India. He was on temporary
leave of absence from the Foundation.

Dr. Ajit M. Banerjee was promoted as Senior Research
Officer with effect from the 9th August, 1963.

IIPA Essay Competition, 1963

Out of the 10 entries received for the IIPA Essay Competi-
tion, 1963, Shri P. C. Mathur of Jaipur was awarded the second
prize- of Rs. 300 for his essay on “Social Dimensions of
Panchayati Raj”. The Committee of Judges were of the
opinion that no essay was of the standard to merit a first prize
of Rs. 1,000.  The prize was given away by the Prime Minister
at the Annual General Body Meeting held on August 31,
1963.

The following subjects have been selected for 1IPA Essay
Competition for 1964 : (1) Problems of Metropolitan Adminis-
tration ; (2) Administrative Reform for Increased Agricultural
Production ; and (3) Problems of Government Control of
Private Industry.

(3) CONFERENCES, SEMINARS AND DiscussioN GROUPS
Members’ Seventh Annual Conference
The Seventh Annual Conference was held on August 31,
1963, in the Institute’s Auditorium. ~ The subject for discussion

. was ““Administrative Reforms Since Independence”.
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Conferences on ““Administrative Reforms”

A Conference on “Administrative Reforms’ was held on
August 10 and 11, 1963, under the chairmanship.of Dr. C. D.
Deshmukh, to determine the problem areas which required
detailed examination to improve the administration. Senior
administrators, representatives of trade and industry, academics
and important public men participated in the Conference.
Detailed consideration of the problem areas was done by three
groups formed for the purpose, viz., () Group A, on Problems
in General Administration and Modernizing the Administra-
tion ; () Group B, on Administrative Reforms in the Indus-
trial Sector, and (¢) Group C, on Administrative Reforms in
Agricultural Sector. A number of papers have been prepared
by each Group, and the Conference is expected to be recon-
vened to discuss these papers and make its recommendations in
October, 1964, :

The Mysore Regional Branch of the Institute organized a
two-day Regional Conference on Administrative Reforms on
January 17 and 18, 1964. The Conference, which was inaugur-
ated by the Chief Minister of Mysore, Shri S. Nijalingappa,
was attended by 28 participants from different States. The
Institute was represented by Dr. V. Jagannadham.

U.N. Eropa Seminar on “Central Services to Local Authorities”

In its capacity as the regional training centre of the Eastern
Regional Organisation for Public Administration, the Institute
organized at its School, in collaboration with the United
Nations, a regional seminar on ‘“Central Services to Local
Authorities” from October 21 to November 6, 1963. In addi-
tion to India, the following countries participated in the
Seminar: Iran, Afghanistan, Pakistan, Ceylon, Malaysia, Viet-
Nam, Thailand, Indonesia, Philippines, Republic of China,
Korea, Nepal and Japan. Prof. N. Srinivasan, Professor of
Political Science and Vice-Principal, acted as the Technical
Secretary to the Seminar.

* * *

A Seminar on “Social Administration in Developing
Countries” was organised from March 16 to 21, 1964, under the
joint auspices of the India International Centre, the Indian
Institute of Public Administration and the Association of
Schools of Social Work. Dr. J. N. Khosla, Director of the
Institute, was Chairman of the Study Group on “‘Status of
Social Administration in relation to Public Administration”.
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The Institute also organized faculty seminars to discuss
research notes as follows :

April 23—“The Main Causes of Delay in the Execution of
Public Sector Projects” by Dr. H. K. Paranjape.

May 13—“Some Aspects of the Organization of Agricultural
Development Programme” by Dr. R. D. Singh.

The Andhra Pradesh Regional Branch held a Seminar on
“The Role of Government in Industrial mobilization for
National Defence” on April 13 and 14, 1963. The seminar was
inaugurated by Shri H. V. R. Iyengar, Retired Governor of the
Reserve Bank of India.

Discussion Groups

With a view to acquainting the middle level civil servants
with the contemporary ideas and issues in public administra-
tion, the Institute, through its School, organized two discus-
sion groups for officers of the Government of India at the
Deputy Secretary level. Seven discussion meetings were held
from July 3 to August 30, 1963, on selected themes for the first
groups consisting of 17 Deputy Secretaries. All these meetings
were addressed by Dr. Raymond F. Pelissier, Director, School
of Business Administration, Georgetown University.

For the second group, 18 Deputy Secretaries and one Joint
Secretary were invited to participate, in seven discussion meet-
ings. The first meeting, held on January 17, 1964, was address-
ed by Mr. D. N. Chester, Warden, Nuffield College, Oxford
and Editor, Public Administration, the Journal of the Royal
Institute of Public Administration, London, and the second
meeting by Prof. Roscoe C. Martin, Professor of Political
Science, Syracuse University, U.S.A. The remaining meetings,
the last of which was convened on March 31, 1964 were
addressed by Prof. Marshall E. Dimock, Professor of Govern-
ment, New York University, U.S.A:

(4) LIBRARY AND REFERENCE SERVICES

During the year, the Library added 7,819 volumes to its
stock, bringing the total on the 31st March, 1964, to 64,965
volumes of books, public documents, periodicals, and news-
papers.

The number of periodicals received at the close of the year
stood at 488—an addition of 39 new titles during the year. Of
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these 12 are a gift from USAID. The Gazette of India and
the Gazettes of all the States continued to be received.

Fourteen Indian newspapers and five foreign—The Times,
London; The Guardian (by courtesy of the British Information
Service, New Delhi); The Observer; The Sunday Times, Lon-
don; and The New York Times Weekly Review (International
Edition) were received during the year. One Indian newspaper
was discontinued on account of frequent irregularity of its
delivery.

Depository collection, placed in the Library by the Eco-
nomic Development Institute of the International Bank for
Reconstruction and Development, Washington, D.C. on eco-
nomic development in the developing countries had 442
volumies at the beginning of the year. No volume was added
to the collection during the year.

Library facilities were availed of by 505 persons (membets
250; School students 44; Institute and School staff 106; and
other individuals on special permit 105). The number of
volumes loaned out was 8,147—a decrease of 571 over the
previous years’ figure due to the introduction of the Book Ticket
system. Inter-Library loans during the year involved 48
libraries and Government Departments as against 42 during
the previous year. The number of volumes loaned out was
228, and the number borrowed from other Libraries was 50
as against the previous year’s figures of 115 and 48, respectively.
A reserved collection continued to be heavily drawn upon for
reference and study by the students of the School.

Fifteen bibliographies were prepared on request. The num-
ber of external enquiries dealt with was 150.

Two separate card files of Public Administration news
indexed from the newspapers received, and of articles indexed
and included in the Public Administration Abstracts and Index
of Articles during the year have been maintained.

Monthly list of additions to the Library continued to be
prepared in the Library.

The Indian School of Public Administration
The Fifth Annual Day

The Fifth Annual Day of the Indian School of Public
Administration was observed on July 15, 1963. Hon’ble Jus-
tice Shri P. B. Gajendragadkar, Judge, Supreme Court of India,
delivered the convocation address and awarded Master’s Dip-
loma in Public Administration to thirty candidates.

Sixth Master’s Diploma Course
P,

The sixth session (1963-64) of the Master’s Diploma Course
in Public Administration commenced on July 15, 1963. In all,
28 candidates were admitted, but 27 actually joined the Course.
Among the candidates admitted were three university teachers
(onc each from universities of Punjab, Ranchi and Patna), six
officers deputed by the Government of India, and eight by the
State Governments of Gujarat (two officers), Madhya Pradesh,
Manipur, Orissa, Punjab, Rajasthan and Uttar Pradesh. In ad-
dition, a batch of 12 officers of the Delhi-Himachal Pradesh Civil
Service attended the M.D.P.A. classes during the first term
(July-December, 1963), as part of their probationary training.

After joining the Course, three students left the School on
securing appointments or for other reasons. One officer depu-
ted by the Government of Gujarat left the Course on being
transferred to the Government of India. The strength of the
class at the end of the Course was 23. There was, besides, one
casual student during the first term.

Recognition of the Master’s Diploma

In addition to the Government of India, six more State
Governments, viz., Andhra Pradesh, Kerala, Madras, Mysore,

Uttar Pradesh and West Bengal, have accorded recognition to
the School’s Master's Diploma in Public Administration as
equivalent to a Master’s Degree in Public Administration of a
University for purposes of appointment to services and posts
under them. The recognition by the remaining State Govern-
ments is expected,

The Sardar Vallabhbhai Vidyapeeth has recognised the
Master’s Diploma for the purpose of admission to the Ph.D.
degree of the Vidyapeeth.

The Faculry

Dr. H. K. Paranjape, Professor of Economic Policy and
Administration, was appointed with effect from February 15,
1964 as Director of the project on depth study on “India’s
Experience in Development Planning” financed by the Ford
Foundation Supplementary Grant. He will, however, continue
to perform such academic duties in the School as may be
assigned to him.

Shri J. M. Shrinagesh, L.C.S. (retd.), formerly Chairman of
Hindustan Steel Ltd., was appointed Professor at the School for
a period of two years from March 23, 1964, under the Ford
Foundation Scheme. He will direct research in public enter-
prises and also undertake some teaching in Economic Policy
and Public Administration (Public Enterprises).

The names of the members of the teaching staff are men-
tioned in Appendix IX, and the composition of the School
Advisory Board, the Academic Committee and the Examination
Comnmittee in Appendix X.

Visiting Professors. and Experts

During the year under review, the USAID provided finan-
cial assistance for the attachment of 3 Visiting Professors to the
School for short periods. Prof. Marshall E. Dimock, Professor
of Government, New York. University, U.S.A., was with the
School from January 6 to April 3, 1964 ; Prof. Samual Elders-
veld, Professor of Political Science, Michigan University, from
September 1963 to May, 1964; and Prof. Raymond F. Pelissier,
Director, School of Business Administration, Georgetown
Univerity, U.S.A., from July 3 to August 31, 1963. Prof.
Dimock delivered a series of seven lectures on “The Stages of
Administrative Growth> to. the M.D.P.A. students. He also

- addressed five discussion group meetings of Deputy Secretaries.
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Prof. Eldersveld guided and advised on a survey research
project on “Citizen and Administration”, and addressed the
participants of some of the short term courses at the School.
Prof. Pelissier addressed seven discussion group meetings of
Deputy Secretaries and also a series of meeting and discussion
groups of government officials and others for a period of 6
months both at the headquarters and regional branches. In
addition, he delivered a lecture at the Hindustan Steel Limited,
Ranchi.

Under the USAID programme, four directors of state
training institutions for state administrative and executive ser-
vices and three university teachers of public administration
were sent to U.S.A. and Europe for advanced study and training
in public administration.

A series ofsix lectures on “Administrative Theories : Old
and New” for the benefit of MDPA Students were delivered
by Dr. V. Subramaniam, Senior Lecturer in University of Wes-
tern Australia, Perth, who was with the School as a Visiting
Professor from January 21 to March 9, 1964.

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Ford Foundation Reflective Training Programine

The Institute organized, with the aid of the supplementary
grant from the Ford Foundation, an ecight months’ training
course in India and abroad for ten young Administrators depu-
ted by the Central and State Governments. The course was
conducted with the advice and assistance of a Committee con-
sisting of Prof. V.K.N. Menon, former Director and Principal,
Shri L.P. Singh, Special Secretary to the Government of India,
Ministry of Home Aflairs, Shri M.G. Pimputkar, Establishment
Officer to the Government of India, Ministry of Home Affairs,
and Prof. V. S. Hejmadi, ICS (Retd.) formerly Chairman,
Union Public Service Commission, and now a Professor at the
School under the Ford Foundation Scheme. Prof. Hejmadi
was in charge of the training programme.

The object of the “Reflective Training Programme™ was to
better the capabilities of the officers as public executives in their
increasingly. important positions.

The programme consisted of three phases. The first phase
(September 8 to November 4, 1963) covered a period of orien-
tation, including the study of change in the various aspects of
national life, at the Tndian Institute of Public Administration,
and preparation for the study-cum-observation tour abroad.
Lectures, seminars, discussions, etc., were arranged on subjects
like agricultural production and administration, industrial
development, cooperation, land development administration,
office ~ management, problems relating to  municipal
administration and area administration including local
self-government. Emphasis was laid primarily on the various
aspects of developmental administration and related activities
at the district level and its corresponding level abroad. The
second phase (November 11, 1963 to March 3, 1964) covered
visits to four countries, viz., U.K., France, U.S.A, and Japan.
involving field work to study local administration, agricultural,
industrial and other facets of development. It also included
short courses on development, administration at the Universi-
ties of Wisconsin and California (USA). During the last phase
of the programme (March 6 to April 30, 1964) the participants
discussed their major areas of study in seminars and group
discussions and prepared individual papers on the subjects
selected by them. The names of the participants in the pro-
gramme are given in Appendix XI.

Short-term Training Courses
At the request of the Ministry of Home Affairs, the School
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conducted two short-term training courses of eight weeks’
duration during the academic session (1963-64) for some of
their officers (July 17 to September 7, 1963 and January 13 to
March 6, 1964). The object of these courses was to give the
participants an opportunity to get acquainted with the economic,
social, political and administrative background of India and
develop in them an awareness on the present-day world pro-
blems. Prof. A. Avasthi was in charge of the courses which
were attended by 52 officers in all.

Training Course for Municipal Executives

At the request of the Ministry of Health, Government of
India, the School organised a one-month training course for
the Executive Officers of Municipal bodies. The advisory
Committee for the course consisted of Prof. V.K N. Menon,
the then Director and Principal as Chairman, Shri L.P. Singh,
Special Secretary to the Government of India, Ministry of
Home Affairs, Shri R.R. Bahl, Commissioner, Municipal Cor-
poration of Delhi, and Shri Gian Prakash, Joint Secretary,
Ministry of Health, as members, and Prof. N. Srinivasan (who
was Professor in-charge of the Course) as Member-Secretary.

The object of the course was to give the participants an
insight into the theoretical and practical aspects of municipal
government in India and abroad, municipal taxation, finance,
personnel, training, management development and allied prob-
lems.

The course was inaugurated by the Health Minister, Dr.
Sushila Nayar on November 18, 1963, and the concluding
session was addressed by the Deputy Health Minister, Dr. D.S.
Raju, on December 17, 1963. Seventeen officers deputed by
the municipal bodies of the various States attended the course.

FINANCE AND ACCOUNTS -~

FOrD FOUNDATION GRANT

$200,000 were received during the year as the first instalment
of the Supplementary grant of $700,000 sanctioned by the
Ford Foundation to support the first two years of the Insti-
tute’s new five year programme of training and research. A
briefaccount of the progress of the various programmes and
projects undertaken with the assistance of the Ford Foundation
Supplementary grant has been given earlier in this report.

GRANT BY ASIA FOUNDATION

The Asia Foundation sanctioned during the year a second
grant of Rs. [,43,100 to support the project entitled “Guide to
Sources of Modern Indian History—1700-1947".  The grant is
payable for a period of three years (1963-1966) out of which
first instalment of Rs. 47,700 has been received.

Good progress has been made on this project, which has
already been referred to in this report.

The first grant of $13,800 sanctioned by the Asia Foundation
for a study of the evolution of the Constitution of India
has been fully utilised, and further assistance has been
promised to complete the remaining four volumes of this
moenumental work which is now in its concluding stages.

ACCOUNTS FOR 1963-64

The total payments on account of all the activities of the Ins-
titute during the year under review, including the programmes
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and projects undertaken with the assistance of grants re-
ceived from the Ford Foundation and the Asia Foundation,
were Rs. 17,91,343, excluding the closing cash and bank balan-
ces and payments made on account of the construction of
building for the Institute of Applied Manpower Research.

The Institute received from the Government of India, as in
the previous year a grant of Rs. 9,00,000 for meeting recurring
expenditure. A separate Statement of Receipts and Payments in
respect of the year 1963-64, showing the utilisation of the grant
Sg([:?ived from the Government of India isshown in Appendix

The Statement of Income & Expenditure and Balance Sheet
with Schedules are given in Appendices XIII & XIV.

Messrs, S. Vaidyanath Aiyer & Co. continued to work as
Honorary Auditors for the Institute during the year under
report.

BUDGET ESTIMATES FOR 1964-65

The Budget Estimates for 1964-65 are given in Appendix XV.
They are in five parts showing separately the expenditure to
be met out of (A) grant sanctioned by the Government of India,
(Bl) Ford Foundation First Grant; (B2) Ford Foundation
" Supplementary Grant (Second) (B3) Asia Foundation First
Grant, and (B4) Asia Foundation Second Grant.

Excluding expenditure to be met on the specific programmes
and projects out of the grants sanctioned by the Ford Foun-
dation and the Asia Foundation, the budget provides for pay-
ments of Rs. 9,26,400 on account of the Institute, and
Rs. 3,49,100 in respect of the School. Butas a general mea-
sure of economy, and also to keep within the limits of the nor-
mal grant from the Government of India of Rs. 9,00,000 a year,
an overall reduction of little over 109, has been provided for.
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CONCLUSION

The year under report witnessed a consolidation of the
research effort already in hand. The first phase of the case
study programme was completed; and a start was made with
the depth studies on panchayati raj and community develop-
ment, developmental planning and Indian administrative his-
tory. The study of the Constituent Assembly of India
describing”the evolution of the Constitution of India, which
will be pubhshed in six volumes, is nearing completion. Other
research undertaken in the School and the Institute also receiv-
ed a stimulus. The convening of a conference on administra-
tive reforms in August [963 set the tone for reorienting this
research towards contemporary operational problems of
Government. The projected studies in political and social
forecasting, which will be published as a Supplement to the
Indian Journal of Public Administration, would provide the
broader framework for study and research in Public adminis-
tration.

In the field of training the more significant developments
were the organisation of a reflective training programme for
young administrators of the Central and State Governments,
a training course for the executive officers of municipal coun-
cils, and discussion groups for Deputy Secretaries of the
Government of India. The Institute in coliaboration with the
United Nations also organised a seminar on “Central services
to Local Authority”, for EROPA (Eastern Regional Organi-
sation for Public Administration). During the year under re-
view the Institute had the benefit of the advice and assistance
of three experts from the U.S.A., made available by USAID
under the Indo-US Technical Co-operation programme.

The Institute is indebted to the Government of India, the
Ford Foundation, USAID and the Asia Foundation for their
generous financial support. The Government grant has been
of great help in operating -the Institute’s regular programme of
research, training and library development, and the Ford Foun-
dation grant for its extended programme. The Institute is
also grateful to the Central Government and the Siate
Governments for allowing their civil servants to participate in
the Institute’s training and other activities.

- The end of the year was also the close of the first two vears
of the five Year Programme of the Institute. Several of the
more important 1ecommendatmns of the Five Year Programme
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have been implemented, and action is being initiated i n respect
of the rest. The two years of the workingof the Five Year
Programme have underlined the need for a clearer visualisation
of the future role of the Institute in terms of its basic object-
ives, and the need for an integrated perspective and planned
effort and a strategy of action. These will be attended to in
the year to follow.

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APPENDIX VI
FORD FOUNDATION RESEARCH SCHEMES

(A) BAsIC RESEARCH ON THE PANCHAYATI RAJ—COMMUNITY
DEVELOPMENT PROGRAMME (A five year project)

This project involves (1) an analysis of the legal provisions
under which the panchayati raj institutions are organised for
developing peoples’ participation and effective local adminis-
tration ; (2) comprehensive investigations in the field situation
of the role of services, non-officials and officials, connected
with panchayati raj institutions and administrative organiza-
tions, through which programmes are executed, and of factors
such as existing social and economic institutions, and the values
and attitudes of the people, to understand their influence on
the effective functioning of panchayati raj institutions ; and (3)
a study of the change which the participation of the Local
people in the formulation and execution of policies has helped
to bring about for the use of improved methods and practices
for the progressive realisation of constantly rising economic
and social goals.

The main tools of research being used are direct observation,
interview  and questionnaire, apart from the published docu-
mentation and official records. The process of gathering data
consists of four stages : (1) a preliminary survey to collect data
on social and economic background ; (2) unstructured inter-
views to gather material for case studies on decision-making
process and on specific issues and problems concerning
the planning and execution of progranimes by the panchayati
raj institutions ; (3) administration of questionnaires, both to
officials and non-officials, on specific problems like planning,
resources and financial procedures, span of control, co-ordina-
tion, decision-making, job duties, training and experience etc. ;
and (4) special interviews on social background and values of
leaders. A set of 3 districts each in Northern, Southern and
Central States have been sclected for the study, keeping in view
considerations of geographical contiguity, the minimum varia-
tion in socio-economic conditions and convenience and
economy in data collection. Due to their proximity, these

54



districts show the minimum of geographical and cultural differ-
ences ; and this would facilitate the isolation of these factors to
determine the impact of statutory and administrative framework
on the operation of the panchayati raj institutions, Informa-
tion on different aspects of the working of panchayati raj
institutions will be collected from Village Panchayats, Panchayati
Samitis and Zilla Parishads. A sample of Panchayati Samitis and
Village Panchayats will be selected for the purpose.

It took about a year to plan the project and recruit appro-
priate staff. Work was started at the end of December, 1962
when the Institute was able to secure the services of Dr. R. D,
Singh for the project. For all practical purposes, therefore, the
project came into operation in January, 1963. The first phase
of the project covering the year 1963, consisted of : («) prepara-
tion of a bibliography and review of existing literature ; ()
delimiting and defining the scope of the Project, its purposes
and objectives and approaches and methods to be used ; and
(¢) preparation of research instruments for use in the field and
selection of States and Districts to be covered by field work.

The second phase of the project commenced in January,
1964. It includes an examination and analysis of the laws and
rules governing the panchayati raj institutions to find out the
extent to which they delimit the scope and opportunity for the
people’s participation. Compilation of Acts and Rules has been
completed in respect of 8 States, and the analysis of Acts and
Rules in regard to 6 States. The set of questionnnaires to be
administered to office holders and members of Panchayati Raj
institutions, officers of development departments and sample of
people residing in the area have been tested in the field. Field
work to test the questionnaire and collect data on social dand
economic background has been carried out in the district of
Meerut (U.P.). Background material is being collected for
organising field work in the districts of Alwar (Rajasthan) and
Karnal. (Punjab). The administration of the questionnaire and
other field work in six districts of Meerut, Karnal and Alwar
in Northern States, and North Arcot, Kolar and Chittoor in the
Southern States will be completed by the end ‘of 1964. The
focus of the investigations will be on the decision-making
process and the participation of officials and non-officials in
decision-making. y

The third phase will cover a period of two years. The
year 1965 will be devoted to the analysis cf the data already
collected in the field and writing of reports. Collection of
background material and preparation for field work in the
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districts of Raipur (Madhya Pradesh), Bhandra (Maharashtra)
and Sambhalpur (Orrissa) will be made towards the end of
1965. Fields work in these district will be taken up in the first
half of 1966, and the second half of that year will be spent in
the analysis of data and preparation of reports.

The fourth phase—the year 1967 — will comprise investigations
into problems which may emerge from the studies carried out
in the preceding years, and the writing of the final report.

(B) SELECTIVE STUDIES IN THE ADMINISTRATIVE HISTORY
OF INDIA

The studies will be published in two volumes. The first
volume on General Administration will be divided into ten
chapters, namely the political constitution of the State adminis-
trative and executive services, the Central Secretariat, the re-
organisation of provinces, financial administration, revenue
administration, administration of law and justice, district
administration, local self-government, and some conclusions.
The second volume will deal with the administration of special
departments, such as agriculture and education, audit and
accounts, posts and telegraphs, etc.

The project was started in March August 1963. It is entrus-
ted to Dr. B. B. Misra, Ph.D., D.Lit. (London), formerly Vice-
Chancellor, Bhagalpur University, and the author, among other
books of The Central Administration of the East India Company,
1773-1834. For about 6 months, August 1963 to January,
1964, Dr. Misra was away to Bhagalpur University. The pro-
ject has, therefore, been in progress actually for a year only.
Most of the material for 6 out of the 10 chapters of the first
volume on general administration has been collected, and the
preliminary drafts of 4 of these 6 chapters have been comple-
ted. It is expected that the first volume would be ready by
March 1966-—a total period of 2} years. In completing the
first volume, full use will be made of the archival material avail-
able in Madras, Bombay and Calcutta, as well as material
available in the - United Kingdom in the private collections of
the Secretaries of State, the Viceroys, and certain eminent
civilians who left their mark on Indian administration.

The preparation of the second volume will take about 2}
years.
