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THIRTIETH ANNUAL REPORT

1983-84

INTRODUCTION

The Institute has completed thirty years of its working.

During the year 1983-84, the Institute continued {ts activities in its
principal areas of work, viz., training, research, consultancy, case studies,
seminars and conferences and publicationgy e,

The vresearch and consultancy projects undertaken by the Institute cover
subjects like rural development, urban development, industrial organisation
and regulation and social welfare. Many of these are result oriented in the
sense the conclusions drawn have a direct bearing on the operational policies
of the Ministries and Departments concerned.

During the year, twenty research and consultancy assignments were com~
pleted, the details of which are given at Annexure I

Among thirty veeearch 2nd consultancy projects in progress several are on
behalf of the Government of India, State Governments, and Public Sector Under-
takings.

TRAINING PROGRAMMES

During the year under report, the Institute conducted the Ninth Advanced
Professional Programme in Public Administration, 12 Management Orientation
Programmes, 6 Special Programmes, 12 fee-based Management Development
Programmes and 13 Sponsored Programmes which included a regional programme
on new trends in the training of development administrators conducted in
collaboration with United Nations Asian and Pacific Development Centre
(UNAPDC), Kuala Lumpur, and the Department of Personnel & A.R., Ministry of
Home Affairs, Government of India, from May 9~28, 1983, 'Development
through Participation' sponsored by Union Ministry of Rural Development, from
April 28 - May 7, 1983, 'Financial Management in Government' sponsored by
the Government of Pondicherry from June 22=-25, 1983, Workshop on. 'Policy
Formulation for Development and the Environment' sponsored by  the Depart=
ment of HBavironment, Government of India, from February 2-8, 1984, Work-
shop on 'Computer Awareness and Acceptability' sponsored by Bharat Heavy
Electricals Ltd., Hardwar, from February 6-7, 1984, and a series of
courses on 'Project Management', and 'Disciplinary Procedures and
vigilance Matters' spomsored by the Central Electricity  Authority. The
Institute's Centre for Urban Studies organised 9 training programmes on
diffevent aspects of urban administration. In all, 1281 participants
participated in the training programmes.



The Advanced Professional Programme in Public Administration, ninth in
the series, successfully concluded on March 31, 1984, Twenty-nine officers
participated in the programme. The Panjab University has agreed to the
proposal to confer M.Phil Degree to the successful post-graduate
participants in the programme.

The Institute's Journal 'Indian Journal of Public Administration’
continues to be one of the leading Journmals in the field of Public
Administration and enjoys world~wide reputation. The subject for the special
number brought out in the year 1983 was 'Administrative Accountability'.

Four 1issues of 'Nagarlok' were brought out during the year, two of them
were special numbers on the topies: 'Policy Analysis for Urban Development'
and 'Planning Implementation of Urbaa Development'.

The Library services were availed of by 2982 persons comprising of
members of IIPA, members of IIPA Faculty and Staff of the Iastitute,
participants of various training programmes and research scholars. At the
close of the year, the library had 1,42,497 volumes.

REGIONAL AND LOCAL BRANCHES

The rules of the Institute as amended at the special meeting of the
General Body held on the 9th October, 1983, now provide for the constitution
of regional branches also for union territories or a group of union
territories or a group of states and union territory.

During the year, a regional branch of the Institute in Assam with its
headquarters at Cauhati was established to serve the north-eastern part of
the country not covered so far. Besides this, the local branches at
Madurai and Vellore were set up. The local branches Delhi, Patna and Jammu
& Kashmir were converted into regional branches. With this, the number of
regional and local branches at the close of the year stood at 18 and 26
respectively.

Some of the regional ard local branches have been quite active and
continued their programmes during the year.

A meeting of the Chairmen and office-bearers of the Regional and local
branches was convened on the 9th October, 1983, to consider measures to
activise the branches. As a result of the suggestion made at the meeting, it
has been decided to organise Regional Conferences on the subject on which the
Annual Members' Conference is held as a prelude to the National Counference.

REVIEW COMMITTEE

Reference was made in the last Annual Report to the constitution of a
Review Committee for reviewing the activities of the Institute. The
Committee has had several meetings and considered various 1items. The
deliberations of the Committee are continuing.

ENDOWMENT FUND

As mentioned in the Annual Report for 1982-83, an Endowment Fund was
created for undertaking specific studies and research activities and also
towards publication of such studies, and instituting an Anaual Endowment
Lecture on a major theme relating to public administration from the
interest accruing from the investment of this fund. At the close of the
year eanding March 31, 1983, the contributions from the State Governmeats
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including the donations amounting to Rs. 5,65,000 received during the
Silver Jubilee year (i.e. 1979) of the Imstitute stood at Rs. 9,65,000.
During the year 1983-84, the contributions towards this Fund amounting To
Rs. 5,80,00 were received from the State Govevaments (Meghalaya = Rs.
10,000, (Uttar Pradesh = Rs. 2 lakhs), (Rarnataka - Rs.l lakh in addition to
Rs. 5 lakhs received during the Silver Jublee Year), (Maharashtra = Rs. 1.50
lakhs), (Andhra Pradesh - Rs. 1 lakh), and (Assam = Rs. 20,000 ). The Fund
at the close of the year ending March 31, 1984, was of the ovder of Rs.
15,45,000.

Shri P.V. Narasimha Rao, Former Minister of External Affairs (now Union
Minister of Home Affairs) delivered the Second Annual Endowment Lecture
on 'South~South Co-operation' on March 29, 1984,

During the year, the Institute also organised 2 other lectures under
Extension Lectures Programme.



A, ASSOCIATIONAL ACTIVITIES

A.l TWENTY~-NINTH ANNUAL MEETING OF THE GENERAL BODY

The Twenty-uinth Annual Meeting of the General Body was held on October
9, 1983. Shri M., Hidayatullah, Vice-President of India and President of IIPA,
presided.

Shri S.B. Chavan, then Union Minister of Planning and Deputy~Chairman,
Planning Commission (now Minister of Defence) and Chairman of the IIPA, also
attended the meeting and gave an address.

The meeting was attended by 115 members.

The house approved the proceedings of the Twenty-eighth Annual
Meeting of the General Body held on the 9th October, 1983 and the Annual
Report and the Annual Statement of Accounts for the year 1982-93. M/s
Thakur Vaidyanath Aiyar & Co., Chartered Accountants, were re-appointed as
the Auditors for the year 1983-84.

Shrli M. Hidayatullah, Vice-President of India, was elected
unanimously as President of the Imstitute for the year 1Y83-84.

A special meeting of the General Body was held on October 9, 1983,
(before the Annual General Meeting of the General Body) to consider
amendment to Rule 26(1) relating to comnstitution of Regional Branches. The
amendment to the rules as approved at the Special meeting now provide
for constitution of Regional Branch also for a Union Territory or a Group of
Union Territories or a Group of States and Union Territory.

A.2 THE EXECUTIVE COUNCIL

The Executive Council in its meeting held on the 9th October, 1983, re~
elected unanimously Shri S.B. Chavan, then Union Minister of Planning (now
Minister of Defence), as Chairman of IIPA for a period of two years. The
Council alsa re~elected Dr. B. Venkatappiah, Shri S.L. Khurana and Shri HM.
Patel as Vice-Presidents of the Institute for a period of two years.

The Council co~opted Shri A.C. Bandyopadhyay, Dr. L.M. Sighvi , Shri R.K.
Trivedi, Shri S. Ramanathan, Dr. R.C. Paul, Dr. N.R. Deshpande, Dr. V.
Subramanian and Prof. Kamta Prasad as its members for a period of one year.
In the meeting of the Executive Council, held on the 25th January, 1984, the
Council condoled the sad demise of Prof. N.R. Desphande, Member of the
Executive Council. The Council in the same meeting co~opted Prof. N.R. Inamdar
against the above vacancy.

The Council also co~opted the Chairmen of the (L) Goa (2) Gujarat and (3)
Karnataka Regional branches as its members for a term of one year .

The Executive Council met five times during the year.
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RECONSTITUTION OF COMMITTEES

The Executive Council reconstituted its various Committees, the details
of which are given in Annexure IIX.

A-3 MEMBERSHIFP

During the year, 890 nev members were admitted to the Imstitute (675
ordinary, 186 life, and 29 corporate). In addition, 15 associate members
were also admitted. 144 members compounded their subscription for life
membership . 8 ordinary members and 5 corporate members resigned . 3 ordinary
members and 5 life members expired .

The names of 440 ordinary members and 14 corporate members whose
subscription fell in arrear for more than two years, i.e., since 1982 are
due to be removed from the rolls of the Institute, under Rule 35 (1) of the
Rules of the Inmstitute.

A.4 TWENTY-SEVENTH ANNUAL CONFERENCE OF THE MEMBERS

The Twenty-seventh Annual Conference of the Members of the IIPA was held
on October 8, 1983.

The conference was attended by 10% members. The theme paper of the
conference was contributed by Prof. S.R. Maheshwari and 23 papers on the
subject were contributed by the members of the Institute.

A.6. REGIONAL AND LOCAL BRANCHES

Headquarters of the branch to Delhi.

Financial assistance amounting to Rs. 1,41,345.60 was paid to the
regional/local branches during the year for carrying out their
programmes/activities. This amount also includes 50 per cent interest
accruing on Life Membership Capital Fund.

B. ACADEMIC ACTIVITIES
B.l. TRAINING
B.l.l NINTH ADVANCED PROFESSIONAL PROGRAMME IN PUBLIC ADMINISTRATION

The Advanced Professional Programme in Public Administration, ainth in
the series, began on July 1, 1983 and concluded on March 31, 1984,

Twenty nine participants from 15 different ALl India and Central Services
participated in the programme. The break-up of the 29 officers is given
below:

The Programme was inauguvated by Shri C.R. Krishnaswany Rao’ Sahih,
Cabinet Secretary, Government of India. 2

Shri S.B. Chavan, them Union Minister of Planniag (now Minister of
Defence) ‘and Chairman, ~ IIPA, delivered the valedictory address and distri~
buted the diplomas to the successful participants.
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Since 1975, the Institute has been conducting the 38~week Program—
me 4in Public Administration, known as the Advanced Professional Programme
in Public Administrationm. The Programme sponsored by the Training.
Division of the Department of Personnel and Administrative Reforms,
Ministry of Home Affairs, Government of India, was intended to train middle
and senior level officers of the Centre, States and Union Teritories and
Public Sector Undertakings. It was designed to promote effective adminis-
trative leadership. Its objectives were:

- to promote a critical understanding of the dynamics of interaction
between public administration and the social, political and
economic evironment within which it functions and which it
influences, and even seeks to change;

- to evolve an integrated perspective of the different segments of
Public administration and their underlying policies and practices;

=~ to enhance the responsiveness to people and develop interpersonal
skills;

~ to familiarise with the modern tools and techniques to aid
decision~making in an increasingly complex environment; and

= to promote the administrative capabilities to formulate appropriate
solutlons to current problems in the light of organisational needs,
environmental pressures and national comnmitments.

The contents of the programme divided into four main segments, each
consisting of a number of subjects and topics are given in Annexure V.

Lectures, discussions, case studies, participative instructions,
exercises, assignments, seminars and syndicates were among the methods used
in the programme.

As part of the programme, every participant conducted studies in 5
select villages of 4 States, Viz., Tamil Nadu, Maharashtra, Madhya
Pradesh and Himachal Pradesh. Two of the participants conducted their
village study in rural Delhi. These studies provided useful first hand
knowledge of basic socio-economic conditions of the backward communities
(tribes/castes) to participants. The reports of the village studies by the
participants were discussed in a four-day seminar.

Thexe was also a study tour for two weeks to 2 developing countries,
namely, Malaysia and Singapore. The tour was aimed at providing a compara-
tive view of their economic and administrative systems, as well as gain
some wuseful insights iato some specific development projects underway in
these countries. The study tour reports prepared by the participants were
discussed in a seminar.

Before proceeding abroad, the participants were given a ghort
orientation by a representative of the High Commission of Malaysia.

Literature and films were made available by the High Comwmission of
Malaysia and Singapore.
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A major part of the programme included the preparation of a well
documented dissertation on a topic relevant to some current
administrative problem chosen by the participants in consultation with the
'Faculty. About 2 months were exclusively devoted to the tasks of writing
dissertation based on field investigation, theoretical knowledge,
research methodology, survey of literature and the amalytical skills acquired
by the participants in the programme.

The performance of the participants was evaluated through a
rigorous system of examination, term papers, book reviews, syndicate
reports, and viva-voce.

An  intensive viva-voce examination was conducted in which Director P.R.
Dubhashi was assisted by Prof. Gautam Mathur, Director, Institute of Applied
Manpower Research and Dr. J. N. Khosla, Former Director of IIPA and the
concerned Faculty in the Institute.

The participants in the programme accompanied by Director P.R.
Dubhashi called on the Prime Minister on 7th February 1984. Besides
addressing the participants for about 40 minutes, the Prime Minister
answered questions from them. The questions broadly covered technology and
development, land reform, inadequacy of infra-structure (Power) for develop-
ment, rural development, environment and industrial development.

Earlier t¢ the Prime Minister's address, Director P.R. Dubhashi
appraised Smt. Gandhi about the training efforts of the Institute
particularly with regard to the training needs of our administrators.

The titles of the dissertations submitted by the participants are in
Annexure VI.

All twenty-nine officers participated in the programme were awarded
diplomas.

Prof. Kanti Swarup directed the Programme. Dr.J.N. Upadhyay and Shri
N.C. Ganguli assisted him as Assistant Programme Directors.

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CENTRE FOR RURAL DEVELOPMENT ADMINISTRATION

The Centre for Rural Development Administration conducts, research/
consultancy, training programmes, seminars/conferences and discussloas in
the area of policy, planning and implementation of rural development pro-
grammes,

Three training programes and six research studies were conducted
during the year in the field of rural development. As many as 9
reseaarch studies taken up by the Cente are in progress. These include
'Beuch mark study of socio-economic conditions and Growth Potential
Drought District of West Bengal, Haryana, Jammu & Kashmir, '‘Panchayati Raj
Bureaucracy and Rural Development', 'Planning Process Ffor Rural Develop-
ment at the Block aund District Level', 'Marketing Services under IRDP’,
'Rural Violence', 'Integrated Rural Development in Union Territory of
Delhi', 'Implementation Processes in National Rural Employment Programme'.

CENTRE FOR URBAN STUDIES

The Institute's Centre for Urban Studies established with financial
support from the Ministry of Works & Housing, Government of 1India
organised during the year nine short-term training programmes for senior
officers from Municipal Corporations, Municipalities and Urban
Development Authorities on subjects such as Urban Plan Administration,
Managenent of Municipal Personnel, Management of Integrated Development of
Small and Medium Town, Urban Water Supply Management, Slum Improve~
ment, Municipal Budgeting and Financial Control, Housing the Urban Poor,
Solid Wastes Management.

SEMINAR ON MANAGEMENT OF ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT: NEW HORIZONS
(April 11-14, 1983)

Affairs, Government of 1India organised a Seminar on Management of
Economic Development: New Horizons for Joint Secretaries in Central
Ministries, Secretarlies/Commissioners and Technical Heads of State
Departments concerned with different plan sectors from April 11 to 14, 1983.

The objectives of the Seminar were to share knowledge of modern
techniques of planning and implementation and to provide them with an
opportunity to exchange experience of betterment of our planning craft. It
was hoped that the Seminar deliberations will assist in making the economic
development planning and implementation systems more effective.

Eminent practitioners, academicians and experts led the discussions.

(July 29-30, 1983)

The Centre for Urban Studies organised a two-day Seminar on status of
Municipal Government in India Teday during July 29-30, 1983.

The seminar discussed the problems of Municipal goveranment ia India
arising out of their existing status and considered suitable
modifications in terms of reforms under alternative scenaries. The
working paper oa status of Municipal government prepared by Prof. A.K.
Mukhopadhyay formed the basis for discussion in the Seminar. In additicn to
the working paper, a number of papers on the theme of the Seminar contri-
buted by the participants in the Seminar were also discussed. The
Seminar was attended by a representative gathering of the central and state
government officers, municipal officials and academic scholars interested in
the subject. The deliberations of the seminar contining the highlights of
the discussions held and the broad consensus emerging out of them were circu-
lated among the authorities concerned so that they may be useful in under—
standing of the currnt status of municipal government in our country and
also using it in introducing necessary policy modifications.

The Seminar was jointly directed by Prof. A. Datta and Prof. A.K.
Mukhopadhyay.

The seminar was attended by 26 participants including the CUS faculty.

SEMINAR ON VOLUNTARY AGENCTIES AND URBAN DEVELOPMENT
(December 5-6, 1983)

The Centre for Urban studies also organised a Seminar on Voluntary
Agencies and Urban Development on December 5-6,1983, The aim of the
seminar was to discuss sharing of some of the responsibilties of the urbaa
local body for providing civic amenities to city dwellers through

~involving voluntary agencies iu the urban devlopment process and also to
thrash out their training needs.

A number of papers contributed by the participants were discussed in
the seminar.
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The sessions were devoted to:

e 1. Voluntary Agencies and Urban Development;
2. Residents Associaations and Urban Development; and
3. Training Needs of Voluntary Agencies and Residents Assoclations.

Director P_.R. Dubhashi inaugurated the Seminar which was attended by
30 participants including CUS Faculty. Shri M.K. Narain was the Seminar Co-
ordinator,

SEMINAR ON APPPA ALUMINI FOR EVALUATION OF THE PROGRAMMES
(February 17-18, 1984)

The Institute organised a two-day Seminar of APPPA Alumini for
evaluation of the programmes during February 17-18, 1984, Director P.R.
Dubhashi in his inaugural address spelt the objectives of the APPPA
and pointed out theissues before the seminar. The issues discused in the
seminar were:

1. How far did the APPPA succeed in realizing the objectives;

2. To what extent did it contribute to the development of higher admi~
nistrative capabilities in the participants — both administrative and
acadenic;

3. To what extent did it help im improving the standards of administra-
tion;

4. What is the extent of its contribution to career development of the
participants; and

5. What changes are necessary to improve the content of the course.

The seminar which was financed by the Training Division of the
Depatrtent of Personnel & Administrative Reforms, Ministry of Home
Affairs, Governent of 1India, was attended by 24 participants from the Ist
Programme to the 8th Programme. Prof. M.J.K. Thavaraj was the Seminar
Director. Director P.R. Dubhashi posed the issues for the consideration of
the seminar. They were discussed by the participants. One of the main recom-
mendations of the seminar was linking participants in APPPA with career
development. The Establishment officer of the Govermment of India has since
issued a circular giving effect to this recommendation. The Seminar felt that
APPPA stood the test of time and has considerably contributed to the

enhancement of the administrative capabilities of the participants.

Shri T.N. Chaturvedi coantinued to be the Editor and Shri M.K. Gaur
essisted him in bringing out the Newsletter.

B.5.2 OTHER PUBLLCATIONS

Eleven publications were brought out covering the wide spectrum of Public
Administration.

B.6 LIBRARY AND REFERENCE SERVICE

During the year, the Library acquired 2;373 Volumes. On March 31, 1984,

the Library had -1;42 497% volumes of books, pubhc documeats, bound periodi-

cals, etc. The number of periodicals on the curvent list at the close of
the year stood at 490 (imcluding 37 for CUS). Twelve newspapers were made
available in the Library during the year.

For the Centre for Urban Studies, the Library added 139 volumes
during the year. The number of volumes of the Centre, at the close of the
year, stood at 8,623. The Centre's Library received 37 periodicals.

Library facilities were availed of by 2,982 persons including members of
IIPA, members of the Faculty aund Staff of.the Institute, participants of
various courses conducted by the Institute, and the research scholars from
academic institutions. During the year, 10,647 volumes were loaned out. On
inter—library-loan traneactwns, 460 volumes were loaned out and 103 books
were borrowed. .

The Library has a separate collection on rural development and
allied areas.

The Library continued the clippings of relevant articles and other
items from the newspapers being received in the Library. The clippings are
arranged subject-wise, equipped with an author index, and are maintained
in bound volumes.

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C. FINANCES AND ACCOUNTS

During the year under report the Department of Personnel and Administra-
tive Reforms, Ministry of Home Affairs, Government of India sanctioned a
maintenance grant of Rs. 37.53 lakhs (as against Rs. 37.51 lakhs in the
previous year) out of which Rs. 34.24 lakhs were released during the year and
the balance of Rs. 3.29 lakhs will be released during 1984~85. Grant of Rs.
6.50 lakhs was received from the Ministry of Works & Housing, Government of
India for recurring expenditure of the Centre for Urban Studies. Grants of
Rs. 3.50 lakh for Advanced Professional Programme in Public Administration,
Rs. 2.29 lakhhs for courses under Management Orientation Programme and Rs. 1
lakh for other special courses were received from the Department of Personnel
and Administrative Reforms, Ministry of Home Affairs.

Various sponsoring departments placed at the disposal of the Institute a
sum of Rs. 3.5 lakhs for meeting expenditure on the field study and .study tour
abroad by the participants of the Advanced Professional Programme in Public
Administration. Grants from the sponsoring agencies for research studies,
seminars and conferences amounted to Rs. 11.91 lakhs.

Course fees from various training programmes other than those mentioned
above amountes to Rs. 8.73 lakhs (Rs. 1.19 lakhs in respect of the programme
sponsored by other agencies and Rs. 7.54 lakhs from those sponsred by the
Institute). The receipts from membership subscriptions, consultancy assign-

e

ments, sale of publication rents etc, were of the order of Rs. 16.15 lakhs.

The total actual receipts for the year were to the order of Rs. 87.82
lakhs and grants to the order of Rs. 9.24 lakhs are due to be received.

The expenditure during the year under report, was Rs. 34.60 lakhs on
establishment(including TA); Rs. 2.93 lakhs on Library, Rs. 3.70lakhs on
Publications, Rs. 6.50 lakhs on Maintenance of Buildings, rents, rates & Taxes,
Water & Electricity charges, Rs. 3.76 lakhs on office expenses, Rs, 1.99 lakhs
on services and supplies and furniture, fixtures and office eqipment and
miscellaneous, contingencies. The expenses on the Centre for Rural Develop-
ment Administration amounted to Rs. 4.23 lakhs and that on Centre for Urbam
g Studies to Rs. 6.78 lakhs besides Rs. 0.21 lakhs for publication of Nagarlok.

On the training side, the expenditure on Advanced Professional Programme
in Public Administration sponsored by the Department of Personnel and Adminis-~
trative Reforms amounted to Rs. 3.35 lakhs, on Management Orientation
Programme Rs. 2,30 lakhs, on Management Development Programme and other
Training Programmes Rs. 5.74 lakhs.

Adding to this, the expenditure on study tour abroad by APPPA Partici-
pants (Rs. 4.30 Lakhs); expenditure on consultancy assignments (Rs. 2.47
lakhs), expenditure on Research Projects/Seminars ete.
