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TWENTY-FIFTH ANNUAL REPORT
1978-79

INTRODUCTION

The Institute has completed 25 years of its existence and celebrates its silver
jubilee this year. A Silver Jubilee Celebrations Committee was constituted under the
presidentship of Dr. Jagjivan Ram. To mark the commencement of silver jubilee
celebrations, a function was held on March 29, 1979, under the chairmanship of
Dr. Jagjivan Ram. Shri B.D. Jatti, Vice-President of India and President of the
Institute was the chief guest. It was on this day that the Institute was inaugurated
by Shri Jawaharlal Nehru, 25 years ago.

Amongst the various programmes planned during the silver jubilee year, men-
tion may be made of the following:

1. (z) Special lectures : Shri Justice H.R. Khanna on ‘Judicial Admmlstratxon
and the Role of Judges’; Shri V.V. John on ‘Educational Administra-
tion in India’; and Dr. B.N. Puri on ‘Some Facets of the Evolution of
Indian Administration’.

(i) Besides lectures at Delhi, a few lectures by eminent persons at places
other than Delhi in cooperation with the Institute’s regional bran-
ches.

(iff) A series of lectures on different facets of Rural Development Adminis-
tration—the first lecture to precede or immediately succeed the formal
inaugural function of the Rural Development Administration Centre
some time in December.

(vi) A volume of contributions in their areas of interest and discipline by
faculty members of the IIPA.
(vii) A brochure about IIPA outlining its history, main activities, future
possibilities, etc.

The Government of India, Ministry of Finance, have sanctioned grant for the
establishment of a Centre for Rural Development Administration at the Institute
during the silver jubilee year. The aim of the Centre is to develop expertise and
knowledge in one of the major developmental concerns of the country. State Govern-
. ments were also requested to contribute towards the silver jubilee fund. The Go-
vernment of Karnataka has contributed Rs. 5,00,000 towards this fund. The State
Governments of Rajasthan, West Bengal, Kerala and Jammu & Kashmir have also
contributed. Efforts are being made to have more contributions.

The Institute continued to increase its research and consultancy activities
during the past year. Greater emphasis is being laid on problem-solving and action
research. A major action-research project has been commissioned by the Govern-
ment of India, Ministry of Agriculture, on ‘District Project Planning’. The work in
this project is spread over six districts of the country.

Research projects in areas affecting larger policy issues have been completed and
published. Among them are studies like Backwardness and Bondage in Agrarian
Relations in a South Bihar District and Distribution and Differential Location of
Public Utilities in Urban Delhi.

Both Management Orientation and Management Development programmes
continued to be popular. The response to these programmes, both from the State
Governments and the public sector undertakings, has been encouraging. The Institute
conducted a total of 53 training programmes with 1,267 participants. Of
them, 20 were Management Orientation Programmes, 9 Management Develop-
ment Programmes, 9 Sponsored Programmes, 5 Special Programmes and 10 under
the Centre for Urban Studies. The Fourth Advanced Professional Programme in
Public Administration was attended by 32 participants. There was one participant
from the Rajasthan University, one from the Delhi University and two foreign partici-
pants. The rest were from the Central Ministries/Departments and State Governments.
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The basic structure of the programme was divided into four modules, namely,
Environment, Administrative System, Policy Management and Administrative
Management. The coverage in the programme afforded an opportunity to apply the
concepts as well as adopt the analytical skills developed in the propramme to the
study of concrete administrative problems. This led to the preparation of a disserta-~
tion/project report guided by the Faculty.

The Third Asian Regional Programme on Management of Agriculture was joint-
ly organised by the UN Asian and Pacific Development Administration Centre,
Kuala Lumpur and the IIPA. Twenty-seven participants attended the programme.

During the year under report, the previous number of regional and local bran-
ches has been maintained. A meeting of the regional and local branches was held at
Delhi on October 15, 1978.

Under our extension lécture programmies, there were two public lectures, one by
Swami Ranganathananda on ‘The Administrator Behind Administration’ deli-
vered on April 12, 1978, and the other by Lady Ursula Hicks on ‘The City and the
National Plan’ delivered on February 15, 1979. These lectures were received very
well by a large and enthusiastic audience.

Three seminars were held during the year: (a) Seminar on Legislations Relating
to Town Planning and Development Authorities and Their Implementation, (b) 1IPA-
IIMC seminar on Organisational Framework for Metropolitan Planning and Deve-
lopment: A Study of Delhi, Calcutta, Bombay and Madras, and (¢) seminar on Ex-
panding Frontiers of Social Sciences.

The Case Studies Committee continued its activities and the sixth volume is
in the press. ‘

The periodicals of IIPA and its research publications have maintained their
standard and the IJPA published two special numbers during the year—one on Police
Administration and the other on Decentralisation in Administration.

We hope the Institute will be able to maintain this upward trend in its achieve-
ments and continue to make significant

All the branches should plan out their activities, namely, seminars, training
courses, publications, etc., basically focussed on the main problems of the
areas during the first quarter of the Institute’s silver jubilee year, and the
IIPA may institute two shields one for regional branches and the other
for local branches to be awarded for the best performance by the branch.
Efforts should be made by regional/local branches to raise resources and
funds to achieve the target of Rs. 25 lakhs fixed for the silver jubilee fund.
Efforts should be made to involve the State Governments in various activi--
ties of the Institute including silver jubilee celebrations.

There should be greater rapport between IIPA faculty members and the
regional branches.

. There is a need for cooperation and coordination between the universities,

the practising administrators and the IIPA branches in the field of research.
Closer links between universities and the regional branches should beestabli-
shed in the field of research and there is also a need of inter-dependence
between the discipline and profession of public administration.
The headquarters should send a list of members enrolled with IIPA to the
branches located in that area and a list of members in arrears.
Need for more liaison with corporate members was stressed.
IIPA should publish a small and attractive brochure printed on art paper,
containing a brief description of the various activities and achievements of
the IIPA and also photographs of the campus and its buildings. Sufficient
number of the brochure may be supplied by the headquarters to. the bran-
ches. This may be free of cost, if possible, or if necessary, cost may be
recovered by deducting from the 50 per cent membership subscription.
The branches should organise conferences and seminars on subjects,
like, ‘Personnel Policy of Government’, ‘Relations between the Ministers
and the Civil Servants’, ‘Incidence of Violence in North Eastern States’, and
“Tribal Administration’, etc.
The ITPA should persuade the Government of India and State Govern-
ments for nomination of experts in pubhc adrmmstratlon to State Leglsla-
tures and Rajya Sabha. ,
Branches should be instituted in other north eastern States, viz. M:zomm,
Nagaland Arunachal Pradesh and Assam.
Indian Airlines should be requested to allow 50 per cent air concessionto

IIPA members for attending meetings and conferences at Delhi on the o

- lines on which such concession has been granted to the students and




Defence Services Personnel.

14. Rail concession forms should be despatched by the IIPA at least two
months before the date of the Annual General Meeting or office bearers
of the branches be authorised to issue railway concession forms.

15. There is a need for bringing the teachers and practitioners in public
administration together and the IIPA should play its role in this field.

Financial assistance amounting to Rs. 73,232.96 was paid to the regional
and local branches during the year for carrying out their programmes/activities. This
amount also includes 50 per cent share of the subscription of the members of the
branches and 50 per cent of the interest accruing on the Life Membership Capital

Fund.

Film Programme: With the kind courtesy of the British High Commission, Bom-
bay, the regional branch organised a film shows entitled ‘The Shetland Experience’
depicting the economy of the Shetland Island—nearest landfall to the North Sea’s
richest known oil reserves and the life of the 19,000 Shetlanders.

A Book Presentation Programme: In order to bring our book-loving members
together and give them an opportunity to discuss important books and have an ex-
change of ideas, the regional branch has started a new programme which envisages
presentation of a book and the ideas contained therein by a member to his colleagues
with a view to provoking discussion on the ideas. Itis proposed to hold a series of
meetings for this purpose in which several members will present books of their choice.
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The first meeting in the series was held on December 20, 1978 in which Prof. V.B.
Kamath, a senior member of the branch presented a book by Harold Wilson, Ex-
Prime Minister of Great Britain, entitled ‘The Governance of Britain—Cabinet or
Prime Minister?’. This was very well received and was followed by an enlightening
discussion.

Book Reviews: During the year under report the regional branch undertook
another new activity of review of books. For this purpose, the branch approached a
few prominent publishers with a request to send copies of their new publications on
subjects of interest to the Institute with a view to getting them reviewed by the distin-
guished members of the branch. Accordingly, the branch has already received 6 books
from 3 publishers. Review of four of these books have been published in our recent -
issue of ‘The Public Administrator’.

Programme on Executive Time Management: On July 29, 1978, the branch
organised a half-day training programme on Executive Time Management for high
and middle level executives in Government Departments and Public Sector Under-
takings. Thirty officers from different organisations participated in the programme.
Shri A.V. Deshmane, former Director of the Management Services Division of the
Reserve Bank of India, conducted the yrogramme. A modest fee of Rs. 60 per parti-
cipant was charged.

Orientation Programme in Application of Transactional Analysis to Organisational
Problems: A half-day orientation programme in Application of Transactional Analysis
of Organisational Problems was organised by the branch on January 20, 1979 at the
Mantralaya Committee Room. Shri Sharu S. Rangnekar, a well-known Management
Expert, served as the faculty of the programme. Twenty senior and middle level offi-
cers of the State Government and of the Public Sector Undertakings participatedinthe
programme. A modest fee of Rs. 70 per participant was charged.

Both the programmes mentioned above were well received. Programme assess-
ment forms devised by Shri S.S. Gadkari were supplied to the participants. The parti-
cipants appreciated the presentation and other arrangements for the programmes. All
of them found the programmes interesting and of practical value. A majority of the
participants was of the view that the programmes were of the right duration.

The Public Administrator: A 160-page issue of ‘The Public Administrator’ was
released in May 1979. The central theme of this issue is the recognition that public
 administration is not merely a discipline, but an important tool for the improvement
of the social and economic conditions of the community at large. This issue contains
articles or reproductions of articles written by eminent administrators, management
experts, a famous industrialist and other distinguished persons. It also contains
reviews of important books relating to economics and social issues of interest.

Silver Jubilee: The regional branch will enter its silver jubilee year in August
1979. A number of activities and celebrations during the year are contemplated includ-
ing two research studies, the establishment of a chair for the study of problems relating
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to State administration, essay and debating competitions and the publication of a
Commemorative Volume in which the branch hopes to bring to the readers arlicles
from distinguished men, of letters, public administrators, men of current affairs, states-
men, businessmen, management executives and scientists. The object is to focus atten-
tion on problems of public administration Which will have relevance over the next 15
to 25 years. Preparations for the silver jubilee issue are already on hand.

A broad-based silver jubilee committee set-up under the chairmanship of the
Chief Minister of Maharashtra, who is also president of the regional branch, will
guide the silver jubilee celebrations. A small steering committee will be constituted to
look after the details and the actual organisation of the programmes.

A delegation of the members of the Executive Committee and some senior
members of the branch including Sarvashri V.S. Page, D.S. Joshi and Prof. V.B.
Kamath called upon the Chief Minister on January 15, 1979 requesting him to be the
chairman of the Silver Jubilee Committee and also to apprise him of the present
activities of the branch and its plans for the future. The delegation infer alia, made
a mention to the Chief Minister of the move to shift the regional branch outside
Mantralaya and explained how the shifting will adversely affect the branch activities
and will reduce its service value. The Chief Minister gave a very sympathetic hearing
to the delegation. Not only did he readily agree to be the chairman of the Silver
Jubilee Committee but he also promised all the necessary support from Government
to the regional branch including the provision of accommodation in Mantralaya on a
continued basis. The interest shown by the Chief Minister in the activities of the
regional branch and its plans for the silver jubilee celebrations was really heartening
and has encouraged the branch to march ahead with renewed confidence.

Library Facilities: During the year under report 278 mnew books were added to
the library of the regional branch, which now has 4917 select books on public ad-
ministration, management, politics, economics, law, history, biography, etc. The
regional branch also subscribes to a number of Indian and foreign periodicals on
public administration and related subjects. It is a matter of great satisfaction to the
Comumittee that more and more members are now taking advantage of the facilities
offered by the branch library.

The Advanced Professional Programme in Public Administration, fourth in the
series, began on July 1, 1978 and concluded on March 31, 1979.

The programme is a Post-Graduate Programme sponsored by the Training
Division of the Department of Personnel and Administrative Reforms, Ministry of
Home Affairs, Government of India. It was designed to bring about a comprehensive
understanding of the dynamics of development administration through a fruitful
interaction between experienced administrators and eminent academicians. The objec-
tives of the programme were to develop in the participants:

(/) an understanding of the interaction between administration and the social
and economic environment which it seeks to change;
() an understanding of the different segments of the totality of the govern-
ment systems;
(ifi) inter-personal skills and sensitiveness to people; and
(#) an understanding of the tools and techniques that are useful in meeting the
challenges of development administration.

B.1.2. OTHER TRAINING PROGRAMMES

Ford Foundaiton Grant No. 770-0190
The Ford Foundation sanctioned a grant of § 3,38,000 to support the creation
and servicing of five district planning cells. In addition, the Department of Rural

Development of the Ministry of Agriculture and Irrigation, Government of India,
sanctioned a total grant of Rs. 9,43,000 towards the recurring cost of cells to match
the Ford Foundation grant. The project is for a period of three years. As the nodal
Institution, the ITPA has taken the lead in the preparation of material for and in the
management of initial training programmes. The cells and through the cells, the
district administration will have the benefit of technical support, advice and training
from established national institutions with the IIPA coordinating this effort. Five
district planning cells, namely, Kurnool, Panchmahals, Jodhpur, Mahindergarh and
Ramanathapuram have started functioning. Out of these Kurnool, Panchmahal
and Ramanathapuram are being handled by the National Institute of Rural Develop-
ment, Hyderabad, Sardar Patel Institute of Economicand Social Research, Ahmedabad
and Institute of Financial Management and Research, Madras, respectively and other
two district cells at Jodhpur and Mahindergarh are being looked after by the IIPA.
During the year the Ford Foundation released a further sum of Rs. 10,44,800.69 for
DPAP District Planning Cells. Expenditure to the tune of Rs. 2,41,583.72 and
Rs.1,40,878.02 was incurred out of the grants from. Ford Foundation and Government

of India, respectively. The balances have been carried forward for expenditure during
the current year, viz., 1979-80.
