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THIRTY-SECOND ANNUAL REPORT

1985-86

INTRODUCTION

The Institute has ccampleted thirty two years of its existence.

During the year under report, the Institute continued to play an active
role in its principal areas of activities viz. training, research, counsultancy,
case studies, seminars and conferences and publications.

RESEARCH AND COLSULTANCY PROJECTS

The vesearch projacts undertaken by the Institute relate to varied areas of
administration. During the year, 13 research and consultancy assignments were
completed, the details of whicn are given at Annexure II.

A number of research and consultancy projects commissioned and/or sponsored
by various Ministries of the Government of India, public sector undertakings,
ICSSR and other ageuncies are in progress.

TRAINING PROGRAMMES

During the year under report, the Institute conducted the Eleventh Advanced
Professional Programme in Public Administration, 17 Management Orientation Pro-
grammes, 15 Special Programmes including programmes for IAS Officers, 10 fee-
based Management Developrent programmes and 13 sponsored programmes. The Insti-
tute’s Centre for Urban Studies organised 8 training programmes on different
aspects of Urban Administ?ation. In all, 1496 officers varticipated in these
programmes .

The Advanced Professional Programme in Public Admianistration, eleventh in
the series, successfully conciuded on March 31, 1986. Thirty four officers
participated in the programme and they successfully completed the progremme.



The Panjab University will be conferring M.Phil Degree to the successf{ul post-
graduate participants in the programme.

LIBRARY

The Library services were availed of by 3377 persons comprising members of
the IIPA, faculty and staff of the Tnstitute, participants of various training
programmes and research scholars from academic institutions. At the close of
the year, the Library had 1,47,404 volumes.

REGIONAL AND LOCAL BRANCHES

During the year, the local branches at Tirunelveli, Nanded, Ooty, Coimba-
tore, Salem and Erode were established: With these, the number of regional and
local branches at the close of the year stood at 18 and 35 respectively.

Seven regional conferences were held as a prelude to the National Conferen=-
ce at New Delhi on ‘National Integration - Role of Administration’. These
branches were: Bihar, Jammu & Kashmir, Kerala, Karnataka, Maharashtra, Rajasthan
and Tamil Nadu. The Uttar Pradesh Regional Branch organised the Conference in
December 1985. The Conference on the theme was also organised by the Nagpur

local branch.

A number of regional and local branches were very active during the period
under review and strengthened their activities.

A meeting of the Chairmen and office~bearers of the Regional and Local
Branches was convened on October 13, 1985 and a number of suggestions were made
to activise the branches.

REVIEW COMMITTEE

Mention was made in the Annual Report for 1984-~85 about the submission of
the Report of the Review Committee which was appointed to review the activities
of the Institute.

The Academic Committee, the Standing Committee and the Executive Council of
the Institute have considered the recommendations in the Report of the Review
Committee and have taken certain decisions in regard to the recommendations made
by the Review Committee. It igs proposed to take appropriate action on these

decisions.



ENDOWMENT FUND

The Endowment Fund which was created for undertaking specific studies and
research activities and also towards publication of such studies, and institu-
ting an Annual Endowment Lecture on major theme relating to public administra-
tion from the interest accruing from the investment of this Fund stood at Rs.
21.56 lakhs at the close of the year ending March 31, 1986.

A. ASSOCIATIONAL ACTIVITIES

A.1 THIRTY FIRST ANNUAL MEETING OF THE GENERAL BODY

The Thirty-first Annual Meeting of the General Body was held on October 13,
1985. Shri R. Venkataraman, Vice President of India and President of the Insti-
tute presided over the meetiné. Shri S.B. Chavan, then Union Home Minister (now
Chief Minister of Maharashtra) and Chairman of the Institute, conducted the
proceedings of the Meeting.

The meeting was attended by 196 members.

The house approved the proceedings of the Thirtieth Annual Meeting of the
General Body held on the l4th October, 1984, and the Annual Report and the
Annual Statement of Accounts for the Year 1984~85. WM/s. Thakur Vaidyanath Aiyar
& Co. were re-appointed as the Auditors of the Institute for the year 1985-86.

Shri R. Venkataraman, Vice President of India, was elected unanimously as
President of the Institute for the year 1985-86.

A.2 THE EXECUTIVE COUNCIL

The Executive Council, in its meeting held on the 13th October, 1985, re-
elected unanimously Shri S.B. Chavan, then Union Home Minister, (now Chief
Minister of Maharashtra) as Chairman of IIPA for a period of two years. The
Council also re-elected Dr. B. Venkatappiah, Shri H.M. Patel and Shri S.L.
Khurana as Vice Presidents of the Institute for a period of two years.

The Council co-opted Shri R.K. Trivedi, Dr. V. Subramanian, Prof. R.P.
Bambah, Shri R.N. Malhotra, Shri B.G. Deshmukh, Justice S. Ratnavel Pandian,
Shri R.N. Haldipur and Prof. K.L. Handa as its members for a period of one year.

The Council also co-opted the Chairmen of (1) Rajasthan (2) Tamil Nadu and
(3) Uttar Pradesh Regional Branches as its members for a term of one year.

The Council met four times during the year.

RECONSTITUTION OF COMMITTEES

The Executive Council reconstituted its various committees, the details of
which are given in Annexure IV.

A.3 MEMBERSHIP

During the year, 1656 new members were admitted to the Institute (1419
Ordinary, 208 Life, 26 Corporate and 3 Corporate life for 20 years). 1In
addition, 31 Associate members were admitted. 175 ordinary members compounded
their subscription for 1life membership. 13 Corporate members also compounded
their subscription for Corporate-Life membership for 20 years. 10 ordinary



members and 2 corporate members resigned. 6 ordinary members and 6 life members
expired. The names of 989 ordinary members and 13 corporate members whose
subscription fell in arrears for more than two years i.e. since 1983 have been
removed from the roll of the Institute, under Rule 35(1) of the Rules of the
Institute.

A.4 TWENTY NINTH ANNUAL CONFERENCE OF THE MEMBERS

The Twenty-ninth Conference of the members of the ITPA was held on October
12, 1985. The theme of the Conference was 'National Integration -~ Role of
Administration. Dr. B. Venkatappiah, Vice President of the Institute,
presided. Shri S.B. Chavan, Chairman of the Institute, delivered the inaugural
address. Prof. M.V. Mathur, Vice President of the Institute, chaired the pre-
lunch session and Shri V. Karthikeyan, Chairman of the Tamil Nadu Regional
Branch, chaired the post~lunch session.

The Conference was attended by more than 250 members. The theme paper of
the Conference was contributed by Dr. 0.P. Minocha, IIPA, and 21 papers on the
subject were contributed by the members of the Institute. In additiom, 11
papers were circulated at the Conference.

Seven regional conferences were also held prior to the Annual Conference at
Patna (Bihar); Srinagar (Jammu & Kashmir), Trivandrum (Kerala); Bangalore
(Karnataka); Bombay (Maharashtra); Jaipur (Rajasthan); and Madras (Tamil Nadu).
In addition, the Conference on the theme was organised by the Uttar Pradesh
Regional Branch and the Nagpur Local Branch. A report on the discussions held
on these Conferences was presented by their respective representatives.



A.5 Essay Competition

The following four subjects were prescribed for the Essay Prize Competition
for 1985:

1. Value System in Administration,

2. Public Administration and Environment,

3. Technology and Administrative Modernisation, and
4. Housing for the Poor.

In all, 48 essays were evaluated by the Committee of Judges comprising (1)
Shri M. Subramanian, Secretary, Ministry of Agriculture and Cooperation, Govern—
ment of Tndia, (2) Shri H.U. Bijlani, Consultant, Housing Urban Development of
Municipal Affairs, (3) Prof. C.P. Bhambhri, Dean, School of Social Sciences,
Jawaharlal Nehru University, and (4) Dr. P.R. Dubhashi, Director.

On the basis of the evaluation made by the Judges, two prizes were awarded
to the persons for their essays mentioned below against each: ’

A.6 REGIONAL AND LOCAL BRANCHES

A meeting of the Chairmen and Honorary Secretaries of the Regional and
Local branches was held on October 13, 1985. Dr. P.R. Dubhashi, Director,
presided over the meeting. The following regional/local branches were represen~
ted: Andhra Pradesh, Bihar, Jammu and Kashmir, Karnataka, Kerala, Maharashtra,
Tamil Nadu, Uttar Pradesh, West Bengal, Budaun, Dindigul, Jabalpur, Madurei,
Manipur, Nagpur, Patiala, Pune, Sangli, Sirohi, Solapur, Tirunelveli, Villupu=



ram and Warangal.

The meeting discussed measures to increase the Corporate membership of the
Institute. The suggestions with regard to conferring voting rights to corporate
nembers and delegating the power to admit new members were discussed. In pur-
suance of this, both these suggestions have been placed before the Ekecutive
Council of the Institute and are under 1its consideration. The meeting obser-
ved that efforts should be continued to involve visiting international dignita-
ries to ITPA to address the members of the regional and local branches also as
and when they visit those areas. It was also observed that the local branches
should be reactivised to enrol more members.

Financial assistance amounting to Rs.1,88,517.50 was paid to the Regional/
Local Branches during the year for carrying out their programmes/activities.
This amount also included 50 per cent of the subscription of the members of the
branches and 50 per cent interest accruing on 1life membership capital fund.

B.1 TRAINING
B.1.1 ELEVENTH ADVANCED PROFESSIONAL PROGRAMME IN PUBLIC ADMINISTRATION
The Advanced Professional Programme in Public Administration, eleventh in

the series, began om July 1, 1985 and concluded on March 31, 1986.

Thirty-five officers from 17 different A1l India and Central Services
including 1 foreign participant from Mauritius participated in the programme.
The participant from Mauritius left the programme in the middle on health
grounds. The break-up of 34 officers is given below:

29 officers deputed by the Ministries/Departments of the Government of
India, and
5 officers deputed by the Governments of Madhya Pradesh, Rajasthan,
Haryana, Uttar Pradesh and West Bengal.

The programme was inaugurated by Shri K.P. Singh Deo, Minister of State,
Ministry of Personnel and Training, Administrative Reforms, Public Grievances
and Pension, and Department of Culture, Government of India.

Prof. M.V. Mathur, former Vice-Chancellor, Rajasthan University, Member,
Fourth Pay Commission and Vice President, IIPA, delivered the Valedictory
Address and distributed the Diplomas to thirty-four successful participants.

Director Dr. P.R. Dubhashi presided over the concluding session.

Since 1975, the Institute has been conducting the 38-week Programme in
Public Administration, known as Advanced Professional Programme in Public Admi-~
nistration. The Programme sponsored by the Training Division of the Department
of Personnel and Training, Ministry of Personnel and Training, Administrative
Reforms, Public Grievances and Pension, Government of India, was iantended to
train middle and senior level officers of the centre, state and union territo-
ries and public sector undertakings. It was designed to promote effective
administrative leadership. Its objectives were:

= to promote a critical understanding of the dynamics of interaction
between public administration and the social, political and economic
environment within which it functions and which it influences, and even
seeks to change;

- to evolve an integrated perspective of the different segments of public
administration and their underlying policies and practices;

= to enhance the responsiveness to people and develop interpersonal
skills;

= to familiarise with the modern tools and techniques to 2id decision-
making in an increasingly complex environment; and

= to promote the administrative capabilities to formulate appropriate
solutions to current problems in the light of organisational needs,
environmental pressures and national commitments.

Main elements of the programme, divided into four streams each, consisting
of a number of subjects/topics and Faculty=-in-charge, are given in Annexure VI.
As part of the programme, the participants conducted studies in selected
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villages in districts of Coimbatore (Tamil Nadu), Kulu (Himachal Pradesh),
Midnapore (West Bengal), Chandrapur (Maharashtra) and Gurgaon (Haryana). The
studies conducted in these villages provided useful first hand knowledge of
basic socio-economic conditions of the backward communities (tribes/castes) to
the participants. The reports of the village studies by the participants were
discussed in a two-day seminar.

There was also a study tour for two weeks to three developing ccuntries
namely Malaysia (Rualalumpur), Thailand (Bangkok) and Indonesia (Jakarta). The
tour was aimed at providing a comparative view of their economic and administra-
tive systems, as well as gaining some useful insights into some specific deve=-
lopment projects underway in these countries. The study tour reports prepared
by the participants were discussed in a 2-day seminar.

Before proceeding abroad Mr. Syed Mestattin Bin Abdullah, Councellor and
Mr. Mosis Fong Seng Wah, Second Secretary, High Commission of Malaysia discussed
aspects of public administration of Malaysia with the participants. A senior
officer of the Indonesian Embassy, Mr. Djoham Effendi, also addressed the parti=-
cipants.

A major part of the programme included the preparation of a well documented
dissertation on a topic relevant to some current administrative problems chosen
by the participants in consultation with the Faculty. About 2 months were
exclusively devoted to the task of writing dissertation based on field investi-
gation, theoretical knowledge, research methodology, survey of literature and
the analytical skills acquired by the participants in the Programme.

The performance of the participants was evaluated through a rigorous system
of examination, term papers, book review, seminar performance, small exercises,
evaluation of dissertation and viva=-voce.

An intensive viva-voce examination was conducted in which Director Dr. P.R.
Dubhashi was assisted by Dr. J.N. Khosla, former Director of IIPA, Prof. S.K.
Sharma of the Department of Public Administration, Panjab University and the
concerned faculty in the Institute. Some of the External Examiners who had
evaluated the dissertations were also present.

The titles of the dissertation submitted by the participants are given in
Annexure VII.

Prof. Girish K. Misra directed the programme. Dr. M.K. Narain and Smt. M.
Lakshmiswaramma assisted him as Assistant Programme Directors.

Under the Regulations prepared by the Panjab University for the award of
Master of Philosophy in Social Sciences to the successful post-graduate partici-
pants of the Advanced Professional Programme in Public Administration, a Board
of Control for outlining the programme for the year 1985-86 was constituted by
the Vice-Chancellor, Panjab University.

As contained in the regulations prepared by the Panjab University for the
awdard of Master of Philosophy in Social Sciences to the successful post-graduate
participants of the Advanced Professional Programme in Public Administration,
the examination for the M.Phil in Social Sciences at the IIPA was conducted by a
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Board of Examiners appointed by the Institute during 1985-86.

Smt. Asha Mehra, Deputy Director (Vigilance), Directorate of Inspectionm,
Income Tax Department was awarded the Late Prof. V.K.N. Menon Prize for having
secured the First position among the participants in the programme. The award
was in the form of books worth Rs.500/-~. Shri S.M. Nasim, Deputy Inspector
General of Police, Police Training College, Moradabad and Shri P. Mohandas,
Director, Department of Rural Develcpment, Ministry of Agriculture and Rural
Development, Government of India were awarded the second and third prizes,
respectively of the value of Rs.300/- and Rs.200/= in the form of books.

B.1.2 OTHER TRAINING PROGRAMMES

During the year under rveview, the Institute organised 17 Management Orien-
tation Programmes and 15 Special Programmes sponsored by the Department of
Personnel and Training, Ministry of Personnel and Training, Administrative
Reforms, Public Grievances and Pension, Government of India under the Management
Development Programme-I and 10 fee-based programmes and 13 programmes sponsored
by other organisations under Management Development Programme=II. The Centre
for Urban Studies organised 8 programmes.

The Management Orientation Programmes sponsored by the Department of
Personnel and Tralning were meant for:

(a) Officers of All India Services (IAS, IPS, Indian Forest Service) etc.
with at least six years of service;

(b) Group A (Class I) Officers of Central/State Governments with at least
six years of service in the Group;

(c) Officers of Group B(Class~II) Gazetted Service of Central Government
and Officers of the State Civil/Police/Technical Services with at least
ten years of service.

In some programmes officers of middle management level employed by Central/
State owned public sector undertakings were also admitted.

In pursuance of the Prime Minister's directive to restructure civil service
training at all levels so as to develop competence and commitments to the basic
value of society, the Department of Personnel & Training decided to organise
five special programmes on Policy Analysis for IAS Officers of the rank of Joint
Secretary to the Government of India. Two of these programmes were conducted at
the Lal Bahadur Shastri National Academy of Administration, Mussoorie and three
of them at the Indian Institute of Public Administration.

The Institute organised three special programmes of four-week duration each
on Policy Analysis during the year for Super~time scale IAS officers (17-20
years seniority).

The above programmes essentially consisted of two parts. One was concerned
with the discussion of the process of public policy formulation and analysis.
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The other was concerned with an analysis of specific policies. The analytical
and generic discussion was based dn presentation made by the faculty/guest
faculty.

The Department of Personnel and Training decided that the IIPA may also
undertake orientation programmes of one-week each on Policy Planning and Analy-
sis. The one-week programmes have vertical participation i.e. IAS Officers with
3-9 years of service; 10-16 years service; 17 years service and above serving in
Super~time scale; Officers drawing Rs.3000/-; and officers drawing Rs.3500/.

In view of the vertical participation these l-week orientation programmes
covered (1) Poliecy Making (2) Planning (3) Programmes (4) Projects and (5)
Suggestions regarding administrative reforms in all the above fields. Such an
approach it is hoped would cover the entire vertical spectrum of administration
corresponding to vertical participation.

During the year the Institute organised 6 such programmes.

The other special programmes were meant for senlor and middle civil
servants in the Central Ministries/Departments, State Governments and Publie
Sector Undertakings.

The Management Development Programme (fee-~based programmes) were organised
by the Institute on its own. The sponsored programmes were conducted by the
Institute either at Delhi or outside Delhi at the request of organisations.

The programmes organised by the Centre for Urban Studies were meant for
municipal officers or officers of urban authorities.

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B.2 RESEARCH AND CONSULTANCY

Mention was made in the Annual Report for 1984-85 about grouping of acade-
wic faculty in the Institute under ten divisions, keeping in view their
interest, experience and expertise. Every member of the faculty could opt for
any three divisions. The objectives of the divisions are:

(a) to prepare annual plan of work in the respective areas of research and
training and undertake periodic reviews;

(b) to discuss, finaliée, coordinate and review individual plans of action;

(¢) to act as a forum for academic interaction, intellectual development of
its members by organising seminars, special lectures etc.; and

(d) to coordinate activities with other academic groups and divisions in
promoting inter-disciplinary approaches.

Research and consultancy programmes of the Faculty for the year are
arranged division-wise to facilitate easy comprehension and are at Annexure II.
The membership of the Academic Divisions is given in Annexure IX. The Director
is associated with all the Divisions.

CENTRE FOR URBAN STUDIES

The Centre for Urban Studles during the year under review organised eight
short-term training programmes for senior officers for Municipal Corporatioms,
Municipalities and Urban Development authorities on subjects such as Management
of Municipal Persounnel; Solid Wastes Management and Environmental Cleanliness;
Management Information Systems im Urban Planning; Vigilance in Urban Authori-
ties; Financing of Integrated Development of Small and Medium Towns; Housing the
Urban Poor; Management of Integrated Development of Small and Medium Towns; and
Management of Urban Development. 122 participaunts attended these programmes.
Besides these, the Centre for Urban Studies also conducted 3 fee-based program=—
mes on Municipal Budgeting and Financial Control; Urban Project Appraisal; and
Valuation and Assessment of Property Taxes which were attended by 41 partici-
pants. TIn addition, the Centre also conducted a Workshop on Housing Finance.

CENTRE FOR RURAL DEVELOPMENT ADMINISTRATION

The Centre for Rural Development Administration conducts research, consul=~
tancy, training programmes and discussions in the area of policy, planning and
implementation of rural development programmes.

Three training programmes and 4 research studies namely 'Organisational
Requirements of Village and Small Scale Industries', 'Implementation Processes
in National Rural Employment Programme', 'Marketing Services under IRDP' and
'Interventions and Innovations for Reform in Civil Service' were conducted
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during the year in the field of rural development.

The Centre has taken up as many as 9 research studies and they are in
progress. These include 'Bench Mark Study of Socio-Economic Conditions and
Growth Potential, Drought Districts of West Bengal, Haryana and Jammu and
Kashmir', 'Management of Integrated Rural Development Programme in Rajasthan
(Alwar District)!, 'Systems Evaluation of Milch Cattle Insurance', 'Analysis of
Credit Linkages in IRDP', 'Reservatiouns for the Scheduled Castes - A Study
conducted in Andhra Pradesh’, 'Economic Viability and Organisational Require-
ments of Lift Irrigation Technologles for Small and marginal farmers in India’,
'Evaluation of Economic Condition of Assignees of Ceiling land (Haryana,
Karnataka, West Bengal)', 'Decentralisation in Development'; and 'Generating
Cage Studies on implementation of poverty alleviation programmes.

B.3 CASE STUDIES PROGRAMME

The Committee on Case Studies continued to work with Prof. M.V. Mathur, Ex-

B.4 SEMINARS AND CONFERENCES
During the year, the Institute organised the following Seminars:

NATIONAL SEMINAR ON DELINKING DEGREES FROM JOBS
(November 16, 1985)

The Planning Commission, Government of India, as a coordinating agency
dealing with various aspects of Planning including manpower as well as educa-
tion, had requested the IIPA to initiate a study in this regard so that a status
paper could be prepared for consideration in a National Seminar.

Accordingly the Institute had prepared a status paper on "Delinking Univer-
sity Degrees from Jobs = Some Implication" and held a National Seminar on
November 16, 1985 at the India International Centre, New Delhi. Prof. S.P.
Verma who had conducted a study on the subject presented the status paper on the
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theme and the discussion followed.

The Seminar was attended by 18 eminent educationists, administrators and
senior Faculty members from the Institute. Prof. M.GXK. Menon, Member, Planning
Commission presided over the seminar and summed up the discussion at the end.

Director Dr. P.R. Dubhashi gave the opening and the concluding remarks.

Prof. S.P. Verma was the Seminar Coordinator.

NATIONAL SEMINAR ON COLLECTIVE VIOLENCE: GENESIS AND RESPONSE
(February 12-14, 1986)

The shape and dimensions of collective violence have assumed considerable
significance and importance over the years particularly in the last three
decades. The growing trend and manifestation have been a soutce of concern to
all sectiouns of society. With a view to deliberate upon the major forces and
factors as also to evolve the effective strategies, the National Seminar on
"Collective Violence: Genesis and Response” was organised by the Institute
during February 12-14, 1986. The seminar was sponsored by the Indian Council of
Social Science Research, New Delhi.

The genesis of this phenomenon may be on various political social, econo=
mic, forces and in the process of development, witnessed by Indian society in
the last 4 decades. The seminar in its six major sessions discussed broadly the
following aspects of the theme of the seminar:

1. Concept and dimensions of collective violence;

2. Caste/Class and collective violence;

3. Inter community collective violence;

4. Policy and Administrative Implications of collective violence;
5. Development and change and collective violence; and

6. Trends in collective violence.

The seminar was inaugurated by Dr. B. Venkatappiah, Vice~President and
Chairman, Standing Committee, IIPA.

Shri Arun Nehru, Minister of State for Internal Security in the Ministry of
Home Affairs, Government of India, gave the Valedictory Address.

Director Dr. .P.R. Dubhashi presided over the inaugural and valedictory

sessions.
Ninety five participants represeanting eminent academics, administrators,

mediamen, members of Parliament, members of the Institute faculty and others

participated in the deliberations of the seminar.
Prof. K.S. Shukla was the coordinator of the seminar.

SEMINAR ON ALL INDIA SERVICES
(January 23, 1986)

The Institute undertook a study on the Role of A1l India Services in the
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context of Centre-State Relations at the request of the Commission on Centre-
State Relations, Ministry of Home Affairs, Government of India.

The Research Report on All India Services prepared by Prof. S.R. Maheshwari
was discussed in a Seminar on January 23, 1986. Prof. S.R. Maheshwari gave a
brief presentation of the report bringing out the salient features of the
research study followed by discussion. Prof. M.V. Mathur, Vice-President of the
Institute presided over the meeting. Members of the Executive Council, eminent
administrators and faculty numbering 15 participated in the seminar.

SEMINAR MEETINGS ON ADMINISTRATIVE REFORMS
(2nd May 1985 and 4th September, 1985)

Of late, a great deal of attention is being paid to administrative reforms.
It ig intended to have a series of discussions on the subject at the ITPA.
To begin with a preliminary discussion was arranged on May 2, 1985. The

discussion focussed on:

1. Priorities in Administrative Reforms; and
2. Role of IIPA in Toning up the Administrative System.

Two papers (i) Administrative Reforms in Perspective; and (1i) Role of IIPA

in Toning up the Administrative System prepared by Director Dr. P.R. Dubhashi
The discussion was presided over by Dr. B. Venkata=-

were circulated in advance.
Members of the Standing Committee

ppiah, Chairman of the Standing Committee.
and the Academic Committee and some faculty members of the IIPA numbering 18

participated. Among the various points discussed, the meeting requested the
members to send their views and suggestions regarding major aspects of adminis=-
trative reforms which could be taken up by working groups. The members were
also requested to intimate the group which they could like to be associated

with.

The Second Seminar meeting (in continuation of earlier meeting held on 2nd
May 1985) was held on 4th September, 1985. Members of the Executive Council,
Academic Committees and some invitees numbering 25 attended the seminar meeting
presided over by Dr. B. Venkatappiah, Chairman, Standing Committee, IIPA.

In respouse to the request made at the first meeting suggestions were
recelved for the composition of four groups namely (i) ensuring better implemen=-
tation of development plans and programmes, (ii) civil services reforms (iii)
poverty alleviation and (iv) law and order. The preference of the members in
regard to their association in these groups as indicated by them were circulated
at the meeting.

Before taking up the composition of the groups, there was a discussion on
general issues. After discussing the gemeral issues, the meeting suggested that
these four groups may hold meetings and discuss common issues as well as specl=-
fic issues relating to the topics concerned. It was also decided that the
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general issues may be related to fundamental structure and changes in basic
system, delegation and decentralisation, decision making in government, public
sector and simplification of decision making process and organisation structure.
The meeting also decided that the convenor of each group may coopt to their
group the rest of the faculty members according to their choice.

NATIONAL WORKSHOP ON HOUSING FINANCE (March 4-5, 1986)

The Centre for Urban Studies of the IIPA organised a two-day National
Workshop on Housing Finance during March 4-5, 1986.

The major focus was on the institutional intermedisation and other incen—
tives required to stimulate, mobilize aund channel larger share of private
savings for housing constructions. It was hoped that the workshop would help to
collate the different field experiences and strengthen the information for
future reform efforts.

The programme schedule of the workshop consisted of three technical ses—
sions viz. (i) Patterns and Determinants of Investment of Housing (ii) Finances
and Organisational Aspects in the (existing) Housing Bodies and (1ii) Housing
Development Bank.

In all, 16 papers on various sub themes were presented and discussed in the
above three technical sessions.

The workshop was inaugurated by Prof. Raja J. Chelliah, Member, Planning
Commission. Shri Ramesh Chandra, Secretary, Ministry of Urban Development,
Government of India presided over the inaugural session.

Prof. P.R. Brahmananda, Visting Professor, Institute of Economic Growth,
Delhi University delivered the Valedictory Address.

The participants numbering about 60 including concerned State Secretaries
of Housing, Chief Executives of Housing Boards, City Development Authorities,
Senior Officers from the Union Ministry of Urban Development, Finance, Planning
Commission and representatives from Financial Institutions such as RBI, LIC,
UTT, HUDCO, HDFC, Apex Housing Cooperatives, academics from sister institutions
such as TIM, Delhi University, JNU, School of Planning and Architecture, Insti-
tute of Economic Growth, Development Alternatives, Secretary for Development
Societies along with the TIPA faculty participated in the workshop.

The Institute brought out four issues during 1985 (Volume XXXI) which,
taken together ran into 1379 pages. Of these, one was the annual special
number on 'Administrative Reforms Revisited'.

Shri T.N. Chaturvedi continued to be the Editor of the IJPA and Shri M.K.
Gaur as Assistant Editor.

In all, the four issues contained 74 articles, 29 book reviews, 2 docu=-
ments, 5 notes and a bibliography in the annual number. Among the contributors,
44 were academics=~including 21 from abroad and 17 were administrators.

NAGARLOK

Four issues of Nagarlok were brought out during the year. One of them
(October~December, 1985) was a special number on "Urban Information System”.
The four issues contained 30 articles and 6 book reviews. Among the contribu-
tors, 12 were academics and 25 administrators. The four issues together ran
into 420 pages.

B.5.2 OTHER PUBLICATTONS

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B.6 LIBRARY AND REFERENCE SERVICES

During the year, the Library acquired 2095 volumes. On March 31, 1986, the
Library had 1,47,404 volumes of books, public documents, bound periodicals, etec.
The number of periodicals on the current list at the close of the year stood at
485 (including 35 for CUS). Thirteen newspapers were made available in the
Library during the year.

For the Centre for Urban Studies, the Library added 176 volumes during the
year. The number of volumes of the Centre, at the close of the year, stood at
8,911. The Centre's Library received 35 periodicals.

Library facilities were availed of by 3,377 persons including members of
ITIPA, members of the Faculty and Staff of the Institute, participants of various
courses conducted by the Institute, and the research scholars from academic
institutions. Duriang the year, 10,984 volumes were loaned out. On inter=~
Library~loan transactions, 414 volumes were loaned out and 63 books were
borrowed.

The Library has a separate collection on rural development and allied
areas.

The Library continued the clippings of relevant articles and other items
from the newspapers being received in the Library. The clippings are arranged
subject-wise, equipped with an author index, and are maintained in bound
volumes.

During the year, 15 bibliographies and reading lists were compiled for the
use of the faculty and members of the Institute.

The Library continued to issue the 'Monthly List of Additions' a weekly
current awareness service and °Documentation in Public Administration'. Four
quarterly issues of the Documentation in Public Administration were compiled.

The depository collection on economic development in the developing coun-
tries placed in the Library by the Economic Development Institute of the Inter=-
national Bank for Reconstruction and Development continued to be used for
reference purposes.

During the year under report the Department of Persounel and Training,

°Renovation of New Lecture Hall, Seminar Room etc.' and for °Audio Visual
Aids’. Grant of Rs. 7.50 lakhs was received from the Ministry of Works &
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Housing, (now Ministry of Urban Development) Goverament of India for recurring
expenditure of the Centre for Urban Studies. Grants amounting to Rs. 8.36 lakhs
were received from the Department of Personnel and Training, Government of
India, for the conduct of the Training Programmes as under:

Various sponsoring departments placed at the disposal of the Institute a
sum of Rs. 7.14 lakhs for meeting expenditure on the field study and study tour
abroad by the participants of the Advanced Professional Programme in Public
Administration. Grants from sﬁonsoring agencies for research studies, seminars
and conferences amounted to Rs. 8.03 lakhs.

Course fees for various training programmes, other than those mentioned
above amounted to Rs. 21.12 lakhs (Rs. 9.54 lakhs in respect of the programmes
sponsored by the Institue and Rs. 11.58 lakhs in respect of the programmes
sponsored by other agencies). The receipts from membership subscription,
consultancy assignments, sale of publication, rents etc. were of the order of
Rs. 20.49 lakhs.

The total actual receipts for the year were of the order of Rs. 135.31
lakhs as against Rs. 120.56 lakhs during last year. Net grant to the order of
Rs. 0.64 lakhs is due to be received.
